CRAWLEY DOWN FOOTBALL CLUB —GROUND
REQUIREMENTS
A statement by Mid Sussex District Council

For aperiod of years officials of the
Crawley Down Football Club have
been working with the Digtrict
Council to see whether they can
secure along-term future for the
club’sfirst team on a site dedicated
to that use. Asa successful and
improving team the Council has been
supportive of their efforts for
sporting excellence as the Council is
of many sporting organisations in the
District. It provides ahigh standard
of public recreation ground and
works closely with the club to ensure
pitch standards are maintained
suitable for the standard of football
that is played.

To be able to improve through the
football leagues the club needs to
meet |eague requirements for basic
facilities at these team grounds,
which become increasingly
demanding and exclusive to that
sport as they progress up the leagues.
Unfortunately in setting these league
criteriathe national Football League
authority takes no regard of the
circumstances of the ground where
the clubisbased. Thisthey consider
isamatter for the club to address.

The club has progressively sought to
address these league requirements
and the Council has been
sympathetic to their requirements
recognising that the club is based on
apublic recreation ground where
there are other interests apart from
football. Regrettably the latest round
of league requirements to enable the
club to maintain the first team®
present |eague position and to move
into higher leagues requires alevel
of exclusiveness for the sport that
cannot be accommodated at a public
recreation ground. It will lead to
permanent enclosure of the ground,
stadium and hard standing
reguirements and a number of other
facility improvements. The only
way this can be provided is by the
club acquiring either leasehold or
freehold ownership of thisland or
moving the team to land acquired for
this purpose.

The Council cannot dispose of this
area of public recreation land for
exclusive use by way of alease or
freehold without being able to
demonstrate the land is surplusto
requirements. Thisisnot the case
recognising the shortage of
recreational playing spacein this part
of the Digtrict. The only way this
can be progressed on this siteis if
land equivalent to this area can be
acquired to compensate for the loss
of the land to public recreation.
There is some possibility this can be
achieved but not within the timescale
that the club has to confirm to the
league they can meet their
reguirements.

The Council®existing policy on the
disposal of leisure amenity/public
open space land allows the Council
to lease such land to a club whose
requirement is to locate a club
building or facility on the land
provided that such building or
facility isavailable for community
use and hiring and not subject to
exclusive use by the club. Whilst the
Council is happy to allow sports
pitches on public recreational
grounds to be used on aregular basis
under hiring agreements those same
pitches must be available at other
times for use by the community
under its status as public open space.
In the normal course of events and
given the shortage of recreational
playing space in this part of the
District the Council would be
unwilling to dispose of public open
space which is not surplus to
requirements and for which thereis
no suitable substitute land.

The opportunity to provide
floodlighting which will go partly
towards the club’s needs for the short
term, has been complicated by the
insistence by the grant aiding body,
the Football Foundation, that the
floodlights and the pitch it supports
are on leased land. Unlike any other
grant aiding body they have been
unwilling to accept the fact that a
public recreation ground can provide

The Budget for All Saints’ church
for this year showstotal expenditure
for the church of nearly £47000.
Many peoplein the village use the
church for weddings, baptisms or
funerals aswell as coming to special
services a eg Harvest, Christmas.
Many youngsters al so attend the
groups, which use the parish rooms.
However on the financia side 50%
of the regular giving to the church
comes from just 11 families, 8 of
which areretired. Clearly the
financia future of the churchis
going to be very difficult unless the

cost of running the church can be
spread amongst more familiesin the
village. Perhaps you are not a
regular worshipper at All Saints’,
but what would your reaction be if
there was no longer a church in the
village with afull time Vicar? This
is the situation many villages now
have to face —we do not want it to
happen in Crawley Down, but if we
do not pay our way that will be the
conseguence. The ways you can
help the church financially are:

- Using weekly envelopes

- A one off gift to the church

Any of these ways of helping the

church can beincreased by Gift Aid
tax relief if you are ataxpayer
