This year the women of 
South Africa have prepared the 
service and the theme is “Signs of 
the Times.”

This 
year, All Saints’ , here in Crawley 
Down, is hosting the service at 
10.30am on March 3rd. ALL are 
welcome, including men and 
children so please, put the date in 
your diary now and come and join 
us.

WOMEN OF THE WORLD UNITE! ! 
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THE VICAR WRITES ……. 

The Vicar ’s New Year ’s Day 
sermon 

Galatians 4: 4-7 

Today we stand at the start of a new 
year.  It is just another day – well, 
another Sunday – but, in our 
calculation of the passage of time, at 
midnight last night we passed a 
landmark: the start of a new year.  In 
God’s sight there is no measure to 
the passage of time, and it is 
meaningless to say that something 
‘new’  lies ahead of us that was not 
there previously.   

But we have been created in a way 
that puts limits and measures around 
us.  We rail against them and we 
often act as if they were not there, 
but if our life was limitless, we 
would not be human, and we would 
not be alive.  But we are alive, and 
we know that life has limits, and we 
can conceive of a life beyond limit, 
and we  give the name ‘God’  to the 
author of both this human life and 
the greater life beyond. 

Those of us who follow Christ 
believe that we know about the 
nature of God, because Christ has 
shown us.  We even believe that 
God is intimate and touches us 
personally, and as a group, by what 
we call the Holy Spirit.  We also 
believe that if we follow Christ in 
thought, word and deed, Christ lives 
in us, and we become Christ in the 
world today. 

The way in which these truths are 
made known 

These things are true every day of 
the year.  And these are truths that 
have been shared in Christendom 
since the Resurrection of Christ 
2000 years ago.  But in our country 
at present these truths are weakening 
in their religious power.  The truths 
don’ t weaken in themselves, but in 
Britain the community of people that 
lives by them seems to be getting 
smaller.  So the way in which these 
truths are made known – what we 
call ‘ religion’  – is getting sidelined.  
But even if shared experience of 
truth about God is weakening, 
people still seek God.   

What we call ‘ religion’  is a complex 

mix:  of the personal, and the shared; 
of what goes on inside your head, 
and what goes on in society as a 
whole; of the course of your own life 
and beliefs, and the history of the 
people who live alongside you as 
neighbours. 

But the one thing that does not go 
away is that human beings: search 
for God, believe in God, and call on 
God in times of joy and times of 
fear. 

Religion changes, but God does 
not change 

In the last three years I have had to 
make a journey in my beliefs that 
faces up to the way that religion has 
changed.  You are fortunate to have 
a full-time priest living in Crawley 
Down, but the way things are going, 
in a few years time you will have a 
part-time priest.   

The centre of Christian worship is 
the living memorial of Christ’s life, 
death and resurrection that is the 
Lord’s Supper, or Holy Communion, 
and the priest’s role is to lead the 
celebration of this act of worship.  
Until recently I took the view that 
we fail to be faithful if we do not 
focus on this living memorial.  That 
is how I understand my role.  For 
several years I have heard those in 
All Saints’  Church who have 
suggested differently, and I have 
been listening to them.   

In a few years’  time, I think, you 
will not be able to celebrate the 
Lord’s Supper so often.  But if we 
don’ t change the way we engage 
with people about God, there won’ t 
be many people to celebrate the 
Lord’s Supper anyway. 

2006 is going to be the year in which 
All Saints’  Church faces up to these 
things.  Religion changes, but God 
does not change.  Praying Christians 
change and grow, and no parish 
church has any guarantee of its 
future apart from the new covenant 
in Christ.   

Salvation in Chr ist  is by faith in 
Chr ist 

When he was writing to the church 
in Galatia, St.Paul was defending 
what we might call ‘his Gospel’ , 

which is that salvation in Christ is by 
faith in Christ: salvation does not 
come from anything else that we 
might do, or not do.  Galatians has 
usually been regarded as of equal 
significance as the longer major 
letters of St.Paul: Romans and 
Corinthians.  Galatians has always 
been brought into play by Christians 
preaching the freedom brought to the 
Christian by the Holy Spirit, against 
those who would preach a codified 
law as the way to God.  In particular, 
the Jewish Law was the issue at 
stake: other teachers called the 
followers of Christ to remain true to 
the behaviours and codes of the Law 
of Moses.   

Sometimes in Galatians, St. Paul is 
inconsistent, as he fashions out 
Christian doctrine for the first time.  
But his central message is that non-
Jews may become full members of 
the Body of Christ on the sole basis 
of faith in Christ, without talking on 
any of the obligations of the Jewish 
religious legal code: a new religion 
had been born in Christ. 

So, in our reading today, from 
Galatians 4, St. Paul sees: 

·  that the time came for this new 
start to be made;  

·  that the new start was made 
through an existing religion, and 
that the promise of belonging to 
God that was made through that 
religion now also apply to those 
who follow Christ; 

·  that the new start is for all people, 
regardless of their previous 
religion or belief; 

·  that Christians have been gifted – 
entrusted – with God’s Holy Spirit; 

·  and that this trust, that has been 
shown to us by God, shows us that 
we have received the promise of 
belonging to God that was made 
through the previous religion. 

So the Holy Spirit is the sign and 
seal of our salvation in Christ, which 
comes through faith. 

If we believe this, then nothing in 
the year ahead can alarm us, and we 
will be will-equipped to change and 
grow.

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The Peaceful Revolution 

During the Advent period before 
Christmas, one highlight for me was 
when the Churches of Crawley 
Down worshipped together at the 
Christingle service in All Saints.  At 
that service, we heard again the story 
of the birth of Jesus Christ.  We 
were even treated to the sight of an 
amazingly striking angel trying to 
explain to a couple of rather 
confused shepherds what Jesus’  
peaceful revolution is all about!  We 
were reminded that Jesus’  peaceful 
revolution means several things.  

Revolution involves change. Jesus’  
message is that we should change in 
the way that we think and act 
towards God and towards those 
around us.  He said: ‘You shall love 
the Lord your God with all your 
heart, with all your soul and with all 
your mind; and you shall love your 
neighbour as yourself’  (Matthew 
22.37 – 39).  

Revolution involves seeing the 
bigger picture.  When taking a ride 
on the London Eye, one complete 
revolution of the big wheel lifts 
people above daily street life, and 
reveals the bigger picture of the 
whole of London.  When taking part 
in Jesus’  peaceful revolution, we can 
be lifted above the hustle-and-bustle 
of life’s daily busy-ness, to see the 
bigger picture of how God really 
wants us to live the whole of our 
lives.  Jesus said: ‘You are the light 
of the world ... Let your light so 
shine that others may see your good 
works and glorify your Father in 

heaven’ . (Matthew 5. 14 – 16).  

Revolution is associated with 
spinning  – sometimes aimlessly, 
like a spinning top.  Jesus’  peaceful 
revolution is about finding times to 
stop spinning around aimlessly, and 
instead finding time to reflect 
prayerfully on our relationship with 
God. Whenever the crush of daily 
life was too much for Him, Jesus 
would get away on His own to pray. 
It was on one of those occasions 
that, when His disciples came to 
Him, he also encouraged and taught 
them how to pray – the prayer that 
we now know as The Lord’s Prayer 
(Luke 11. 1 – 4) 

One way in which the Churches in 
Crawley Down seek to follow 
Jesus’  peaceful revolution is by 
finding, as Jesus did, a quiet place 
to pray for  our  community.  In 
conjunction with the Prayer  
Calendar  (to be found every 
month in Church & Village), a 
small group of Chr istians from 
local churches meet to pray in All 
Saints each Monday morning from 
9.30 to 10.00am.  If you want to 
follow Jesus’  peaceful revolution in 
your life, you would be most 
welcome to join us – it might mean a 
change in your routines, but it 
would give you a chance to get off 
the spinning top for just a short 
while at the beginning of the week, 
and be part of the bigger picture of 
God’s work here in Crawley Down. 
Please come along any Monday 
morning.

RELIEF ROAD UPDATE 

Crawley Down Residents 
Association has appointed a sub-
committee to deal with the relief 
road.  To date we have been raising 
awareness in the village of where the 
relief road is proposed and how it 
will affect our village.  A large 
proportion of the residents are still 
unaware of the significant threat that 
this proposed road poses to the 
village. 

The multi-modal traffic study paid 
for by the developers and fronted by 
Mid Sussex District Council has 
provided results that show that 

significantly more traffic will occur 
around the Dukes Head Roundabout, 
Turners Hill Road, Copthorne Road 
from the Dukes Head to the M23, 
West Park Road, Snow Hill Junction 
etc.  The overall net result will be 
significantly more congestion, traffic 
and danger at every exit point from 
Crawley Down, either going west to 
Crawley, east to East Grinstead, 
south to Turners Hill or north to 
Lingfield.  Significantly meaning up 
to a 50% increase in traffic.  There 
will also be significant 
environmental damage to Crawley 
Down as the peace and tranquillity

Worth Way will be lost forever as 
the proposed road crosses and runs 
alongside the Worth Way just before 
it enters Crawley Down.

MONEY MATTERS 
The Budget for All Saints’  church 
for this year shows total 
expenditure for the church of 
nearly £47000. Many people in 
the village use the church for 
weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services 
at eg Harvest, Christmas. Many 
youngsters also attend the groups, 
which use the parish rooms. 
However on the financial side 
50% of the regular giving to the 
church comes from just 11 
families, 8 of which are retired. 
Clearly the financial future of the 
church is going to be very 
difficult unless the cost of 
running the church can be spread 
amongst more families in the 
village. Perhaps you are not a 
regular worshipper at All Saints’ , 
but what would your reaction be 
if there was no longer a church in 
the village with a full time Vicar? 
This is the situation many villages 
now have to face – we do not 
want it to happen in Crawley 
Down, but if we do not pay our 
way that will be the consequence. 
The ways you can help the church 
financially are: 
·  A monthly payment by bankers 
order 
·  Using weekly envelopes 
·  A one off gift to the church  
Any of these ways of helping the 
church can be increased by Gift 
Aid tax relief if you are a 
taxpayer 
·  Running a function to raise 
money for the church 
·  Leaving a legacy to the church 
in your will 
·  Using the special Inland 
Revenue scheme whereby if you 
are due a tax repayment under the 
self assessment arrangement this 
can be paid to the church together 
with Gift Aid tax relief

My story starts in 1990 when I gave 
my life to the Lord after a broken 
marriage, and many broken relation-
ships.

In 1998, at the age of 17, my son was 
expelled from school having been 
found in possession of cannabis.

I was so 
naive, I didn’ t know he had been 
trying different types of mind-
altering drugs since he was 12.  He 
had undiagnosed ADHD and he had 
used drugs to self medicate.   

After two years of trying other 
schools, in and out of jobs, he even-
tually agreed to go into a drug reha-
bilitation unit.  However he ran away 
twice and his life was spiralling 
down very very quickly.  It was at 
this point that God told me to let him 
go; He told me it would be very 
black, but it would be quick.  It was 

certainly black, but praise God it was 
only one week before he was ar-
rested and went to prison for three 
days (that was the last thing I 
wanted); BUT that was his turning 
point.  He promised God that if He 
got him out of prison, he would 
never touch drugs or alcohol again 
and he hasn’ t.   

I give all the honour and praise to 
God for sustaining me through those 
dark dark days, waiting night after 
night for him to come home, waiting 
for the knock on the door from the 
police, which eventually came.  But 
when it did come I knew it was 
God’s timing and had complete 
peace.  I am not saying any of it was 
easy, but without Jesus in my life I 
know I would not have been able to 
cope with any of what was going on 
around me.  Close Christian friends 
and my Pastors supported me but 
five years later I still praise and 
thank God for His amazing grace 
and mercy – all totally undeserved.
