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Many writers have tried to do justice 
to the events that we remember at 
Easter.  But, just as there can be no 
proof of the existence of God, so 
there can be no human words that 
fully describe what happened when 
Jesus died and returned from death.  
The whole story cries out to be heard 
with the ears of faith. 

The Passion of Chr ist 

And the ways that writers choose to 
tell the Easter story are often 
challenging and disturbing.  Mel 
Gibson’s film The Passion of Christ 
may give the impression that for 
Jesus to be Saviour he had to be 
physically resilient and tough.  But 
the opportunity taken by the soldiers 
to engage in gratuitous violence 
speaks more of the depths of human 
failing than the nature of God in 
Jesus.  In the midst of this torture, 
Jesus is crowned as king: an act done 
in spite, and unknowing of its truth. 

Some writers use a more rounded 
picture of Jesus to suggest that 
something much bigger took place 
on the cross.  A writer can use irony 
by showing Jesus, the village 
carpenter, to be bearing the world’s 
burden of estrangement from God 
upon a rough-hewn gallows: the man 
sent from God is brought to an end 
by others by the very craftsmanship 
that he had practised. 

Often a comparison is made between 
the death of Jesus – the one innocent 
man – and the death of another 
innocent.  The poetry and art of the 
Great War compared the death of 
Jesus with the death of the ordinary 
Tommy: Jesus also passed this way – 
this ‘selfsame way’ .    

The Mercy Seat 

In his song The Mercy Seat, the 
contemporary singer Nick Cave 
takes us to a condemned man in the 
electric chair: he has met Jesus on 
death row.  The words of the song 
are the words in the condemned 
man’s head: maybe they are words 
that would have been in Jesus’  head 
on the cross.  While not wholly 
innocent, the condemned man tells 

us that he has told the truth and is not 
afraid to die.   

All that is necessary for  the 
tr iumph of evil is that good men 
do nothing. 

In the wondrous novel The Master 
and Margharita by Mikhail 
Bulgakov, the story of paranoia in 
Stalin’s Moscow unfolds as the devil 
and his retinue arrive in the city and 
take up residence.  And a parallel 
narrative in the novel tells a 
mundane story of the failure and 
desertion of Jesus’  disciples at the 
time of his arrest and death.  All that 
is necessary for the triumph of evil is 
that good men do nothing.   

The Chr istian truths of Easter  

But although these themes stimulate 
our thoughts and imagination, none 
of them does justice to the Christian 
truths of Easter, which are that: 

·  ‘Lord’  and ‘King’  are among the 
best human titles for Jesus, and 
they are summed up in the title 
‘Christ’ ; 

·  No human suffering may be taken 
to be equivalent to the suffering of 
Jesus, who was God and man; 

·  Jesus was the innocent man whose 
death was the greatest affront to 
justice; 

·  The Resurrection shows that 
Christ has triumphed over evil, 
despite the actions of men and 
women – ‘good’  and ‘bad’ . 

The texts that have been handed 
down to us from the first generation 
of Christians take us closest to the 
truth, and these are the Gospel 
accounts.  It’ s not just the 
descriptions of the events of the first 
Easter: it’ s also the stories that Jesus 
told and the miracles that he showed.   

‘Chr istian basics’  

If Easter stimulates you to want to 
know more about Jesus, I will be 
running a short introductory course 
in ‘Christian basics’ , starting in 
September – details later.  Or come 
along to church on Sunday morning.

MONEY MATTERS 

The Budget for All Saints’  Church 
for this year shows total 
expenditure for the church of 
nearly £47000. Many people in 
the village use the church for 
weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services 
at e.g. Harvest, Christmas. Many 
youngsters also attend the groups, 
which use the parish rooms. 
However on the financial side 
50% of the regular giving to the 
church comes from just 11 
families, 8 of which are retired. 
Clearly the financial future of the 
church is going to be very difficult 
unless the cost of running the 
church can be spread amongst 
more families in the village. 
Perhaps you are not a regular 
worshipper at All Saints’ , but 
what would your reaction be if 
there was no longer a church in 
the village with a full time Vicar? 
This is the situation many villages 
now have to face – we do not want 
it to happen in Crawley Down, but 
if we do not pay our way that will 
be the consequence. The ways you 
can help the church financially 
are: 
·  A monthly payment by bankers 

order 
·  Using weekly envelopes 
·  A one off gift to the church 
Any of these ways of helping the 
church can be increased by Gift 
Aid tax relief if you are a taxpayer 
·  Running a function to raise 

money for the church 
·  Leaving a legacy to the church 

in your will 
·  Using the special Inland 

Revenue scheme whereby if you 
are due a tax repayment under 
the self assessment arrangement 
this can be paid to the church 
together with Gift Aid tax relief

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“ The Hope that we have”  

In the Haven, our theme for this year 
comes from the first of the New 
Testament letters written by the 
Apostle Peter (1. Peter  3. 15):  “ In 
your hearts, set apart Christ as 
Lord. Always be prepared to give an 
answer to everyone who asks you to 
give the reason for the hope that you 
have. But do this with gentleness and 
respect” .  

A good friend said to me recently:  
“The trouble is that we Christians 
seem to speak and act in ways that 
reflects how we ‘do church’ , and we 
expect everyone else to speak and 
act in the same way” . That is to say 
that there is a kind of rite of passage 
– a way of ‘doing church’  – that 
should be expressed in the same way 
by everyone seeking to join the 
church. To put this kind of uniform 
expectation on those who are just 
beginning to follow Jesus can 
sometimes be the very opposite of 
explaining the hope that we have, 
with gentleness and respect. 

Jesus warned the Pharisees and 
teachers not to hi-jack God’s laws in 
order to make people conform to 
their way of ‘doing church’ . He 
advised His disciples to be on their 
guard against the ‘yeast’  (teaching) 
of the Pharisees (Matthew 16. 6) – 
in other words, not to let them ‘shut 
the kingdom of heaven in people’s 

faces’  (Matthew 23. 13) by forcing 
them to conform to their man-made 
rites of passage. Of course, this is 
not to suggest that we ever 
deliberately set out to do this. 
However, it is good to review from 
time to time what we say and how 
we witness, if we are to explain our 
hope to others with gentleness and 
respect to wherever people are 
coming from. If you would like to 
hear more about ‘ the hope that we 
have, through setting apart Christ as 
Lord’ , why not join us during one of 
our Easter  services? You’d receive 
a very warm, gentle and respectful 
welcome!

If God is a good God, why did He allow my wife, 
Eileen, to become terminally ill and then to die? 

Eileen was heavily involved in the work and life of All 
Saints’  Church, Crawley Down.  I appreciate that in 
church life no one must think themselves to be 
irreplaceable but when she became ill Eileen was Junior 
Church Co-ordinator, Explorer Leader, the pianist and a 
leader for Tiny Tots, the producer and typist for 18 
years of the weekly church news sheet, a regular 
contributor to the monthly church magazine, on the 
missionary sub-committee, and a member of the 
Mother’s Union and Wednesday House Group.  As my 
wife she was looking forward to sharing my retirement, 
which began in August 2001.  She was a much-loved 
mother to our two children and grandmother to 5 
grandchildren.  If God is a God of love, why did she 

suffer with Progressive Supranuclear Palsy? 

As her illness developed she reached the stage where 
she could do nothing for herself. Instead of being the 
one to help friends and family whenever they needed 
assistance, others had to wash, toilet, dress and undress 
her. Even with support she could no longer stand or 
walk and all her food and drink was fed by tube direct 
to her stomach.  Why did God allow this? 

Many years before, Eileen and I had both committed 
our lives to Jesus Christ.  Eileen was in her teens when 
she became a Christian at a Campaigner camp and I was 
between 8 and 10 when I was converted. We met at 
Three Bridges Free Church where we both involved in 
work with children and young people. We married there

on 11th September 1965. The engagement ring we chose 
had three stones. Two diamonds represented Eileen and 
I. The sapphire in the middle depicted God Who was to 
be central in our marriage. 

Through nearly 40 years of marriage, we tried to daily 
bring our lives to God in prayer. That is not to say that 
things were always easy. Our third child, Nicky, 
became seriously ill soon after birth, spent much of his 
life in hospital and died a cot death at the age of 8 
months. Through this, and many other experiences we 
learnt the truth that nothing can separate us from the 
love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Rom 8:39 
NIV)   

It is an inescapable fact that we must all die but 
thankfully not all suffer before death in the way that 
Eileen did. Although she never complained and, as far 
as we could tell, she was never in any real pain even 
though she also had two bouts of cancer. Why did God 
allow her to become ill? 

I do not know the answer but can truthfully say that in 
her suffering we were drawn even closer together.  We 
met many wonderful members of the health and social 
services that we would not otherwise have met. I trust 
they too were blessed by meeting Eileen.  We received 
so much love and understanding from people in and out 
of the church. 

Having had seven years away at boarding school and 
two years in the army I had long since learnt to do some 
domestic jobs for myself.  Eileen’s illness forced me to 

do much more for myself and for her. Thus someway I 
was prepared to survive after her death. That is not to 
say that I do not greatly appreciate the cooking, 
domestic help and companionship now offered by 
others. Maybe her suffering also taught me patience and 
valuable lessons in understanding those who are ill and 
disabled. 

With a progressive illness Eileen’s death was inevitable 
but when it came at 8.10 p.m. on 3rd May its speed and 
suddenness were unexpected.  Otherwise I would not 
have gone out that night to the PCC Standing 
Committee.  For me there are four things that ease the 
memory of her passing. 

Firstly, after three difficult nights over the May Day 
Bank Holiday, during which Eileen had developed 
pneumonia, fresh drugs were beginning to ease her 
condition and before I went out, she was much quieter.  
The last thing I did was to download a photograph e-
mailed by our son in Canada. It showed his four-year-
old daughter with her soccer team. I showed it to Eileen 
and she smiled in recognition. 

Secondly, I am so glad that our daughter, Ruth, was 
with Eileen when she died.  She is a nurse with years of 
experience working both in a geriatric ward and a 
hospice. Ruth was holding Eileen’s hand when her 
breathing pattern changed and within three breaths 
Eileen had passed into eternity. 

Thirdly, when I was called home a few minutes later, 
Eileen looked so peaceful.

As Christians we are to live 
believing in the promises of God 
given in the Bible, but sometimes 
God, in his love gives us a bonus, 
like this vision, to bolster our faith. 

St Paul writes, “For to me, to live is 
Christ and to die is gain” . (Phil 1:21 
NIV)  For Eileen, for many years her 
life had been bound up with serving 
Christ.  We had sought, however 
feebly, to put Him central in our 
lives.  I know that for her now it is 
true that “ to die is gain” . She has 
gone to that place that Jesus has 
prepared for her (John 14:2).

“Well done, good and faithful 
servant” . (Mat 25:21 NIV) She has 
entered into the joy of her Lord.

CRAWLEY DOWN RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION 

When 200,000 people flock to see a 
church, that is startling.  When that 
church is in a city where, it is 
estimated, 80% of the population do 
not profess a Christian faith, then it 
is remarkable.  This church though is 
the rebuilt Frauenkirche in Dresden, 
and that is indeed worthy of 
celebration, writes Tome Smith. 

The original, distinctive building, 
designed as the Protestant Cathedral 
in the 1740©s by architect George 
Bachr, was destroyed in the 
firestorm on Dresden at the end of 
the Second World War.  For years it 
remained as a monument and a 
reminder during the Communist era 
to the destruction of war.  With the 
reunification of Germany came the 
initiative of some of the inhabitants 
of Dresden to rebuild this church, 
the symbol of their city, their 
©Florence of the Elbe©.  Many were 
against this, but some were 
convinced that it could be done, and 
an appeal went out locally, 
nationally, and internationally in 
1990 for donations, assistance and 
involvement.  The call was 

answered, and the goal of raising the 
necessary 100 million euros has 
almost been reached.  One year 
ahead of schedule the new church, 
with all the splendour of the original 
baroque building was reconsecrated 
on October 30th last year. 

I was privileged to be there, as one 
of the representatives of the 
Archbishop and the Meissen 
Commission.  I had been involved 
for many years as a member of 
Britain©s Dresden Trust, and it was 
difficult to believe that the piles and 
shelves of building stone which 1 
had first seen in 1996 had now been 
incorporated into this spectacular 
building over a period of 11 years.   

The building seats about 1800 
people, and it is said that they could 
have filled it seven times over, such 
was the demand for tickets.  Outside, 
many thousands were able to 
participate in the Service, as large 
screens and loudspeakers were set 
up in the Squares.  The Service was 
televised nationwide in its entirety.  
It began with the entry of a 
procession, accompanied by the 

ringing of the newly cast bells.  The 
young people carried some of the 
©furnishings© of the church: the bible, 
the bowl from the font, candlesticks 
and the Cross of Nails, a reminder of 
the fellowship with Coventry.  
Thereafter the Service continued, 
interspersed with much music, as 
each part of the church was 
consecrated: first the pulpit, then the 
baptismal font followed by the altar 
and finally the organ. 

Regional Bishop of Saxony, Jochen 
Bohl dedicated the Church and 
preached a sermon.  
Bundespresident Koel gave a 
relaxed and heartfelt address.  
Bishop Bohl then expressed 
gratitude the thousands of people 
who by the generosity, goodwill, 
artistic and engineering skills and 
support had contributed to the 
rebuilding programme. There were 
spontaneous standing ovations for 
the building director, Eberhard 
Burger, and to the musicians and 
originator of the idea Ludwig 
Guettler.
