Good intentions

During a recent radio phone-in
show, a driver called in and said
that while he was trying to drive
into Bristol on the M32, there was
a massive traffic jam, and that he
had averaged between 5 and 10
miles an hour for the last two
hours. As he crept past a police
ramp at about 2 miles per hour, a
policeman was standing by his
car with a radar gun, attempting
to catch speeding drivers! The
policeman did not appear to be
getting much job satisfaction, so
the driver decided try and cheer
him up by winding down his
window, giving the policeman a
smile and a cheery wave, and
wishing him ‘good day’. These
gestures were met by a frosty
share and a mumbled
comment.......... Some hour or
so later, a policeman contacted
the radio phone-in show, and
said: “I heard your earlier caller,
that driver on the M32. Will you
tell that sarcastic do-gooder that |
have his car registration number,
and that he will shortly be
hearing from Bristol police on a
charge of careless driving and
taking his eyes off the
road!”......... So much for good
intentions!

Jesus’ good intentions and words
were often misunderstood —
sometimes genuinely, but
sometimes by people who
deliberately intended to
misinterpret him. We can read in
Luke’s gospel about how the
‘Pharisees went into a rage
[about the things Jesus said].
They went over and over
everything he said, plotting how
they could trap him by something
from his own mouth....(Luke 11.
53ff). On Good Friday , we
solemnly remember how Jesus’
enemies finally trapped Him, with
the intention of getting rid of Him,
through crucifixion on a cross at
Calvary. But on Easter Sunday ,
we celebrate God’s original
intention of raising Jesus again,
‘exalting Him and giving Him the
