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Living Waters

| was recently asked to give a brief
talk to a group of children in Crawley
Down Village school about the
significance of water as a symbol
within the Christian faith.

Naturally, one aspect that | focused
on was to do with Christian Baptism.
As part of the talk, | used a game
involving water that included
participation by a couple of the
teaching staff. Unfortunately, | used
rather too much water, and both the
participants and | ended up
completely soaked! | had to give the
rest of the talk with large wet
patches all over my shirt — much to
the amusement of the children!

My point was to have been that
water can be used for fun, but also
as a symbol of serious change in a
person’s life, such as in the case of
Christian baptism. (See, for
example, Acts 8. 26 — 40 ). Whether
this point actually surfaced in the
general melee is not yet clear.

The talk also included the use of a
special jug which continually ran out
of water, only to be mysteriously
refilled for further use — this jug is a
great visual aid for children
alongside the story of Elijah and the
drought, when explaining to children
that God will continue to provide for
His people who trust Him (See 1
Kings 17.1-16).

Jesus related to almost the same
symbol when he spoke about the
living water He offered, that would
‘become a spring of water flowing up
inside a person, to give them eternal
life’ (John 4).

We have recently sung in our
morning services, that beautiful song
‘Let Your living water flow over my
soul, let Your Holy Spirit come and
take control’. As we reflect on these
words, let us remember the
significance of water as a symbol of
our living faith — and as we ‘let the
Holy Spirit fill our souls and make us
whole’ (*)
