An Extraordinary General Meeting 
of the Crawley Down Residents 
Association was held on Tuesday 
May 23 for the purpose of making a 
constitutional amendment and to see 
if anyone would take on the mantle 
of chairman.  We were very 
fortunate that John Habkirk agreed 
to become chairman and has already 
demonstrated a commitment to the 
job. The Committee has a healthy 
total of twenty members with 
various areas of interest and in 
addition it has two sub-committees.  

Village Fayre 

The first of these is the Village 
Fayre sub-committee, which not 
only organises the Village Fayre but 
also the Summer Fete and the 
Christmas Event.  

Overseen by Les Archer, the putting 
up and taking down of bunting, 
stalls, Christmas lights and other 
jobs, has largely fallen to the same 
few individuals who turn up each 
time despite their advancing years.  
Now it is necessary for some of the 
younger dads, whose children 
appreciate these events, to lend a 
hand even for just a short time.  It 
doesn’ t have to be just dads, it can 
be mums, young people too or 
anyone.

Relief Road 

The second sub-committee is the 
CDRA Relief Road Action Group.  
Its aims are to protect the Village 
from the devastation which will 
occur if this road is built through 
Crawley Down.  The impact would 
be disastrous on the wild life and 
the protected species that live in 
Cuttinglye Woods.  It would 
produce heavy traffic with its 
accompanying noise and pollution 
at ground level.  We would have a 
London Road/A264 going through 
Crawley Down and the moment an 
incident happened on it, the traffic 
would be solid. 

We also oppose the building of 
4,500 houses in East Grinstead, 
which will increase its population 
by half.  That figure is correct in 
case you were wondering, the 2,500 
is just the figure for the Imberhorne 
site.  That means more traffic using 
that road!  We also understand that 
the greater proportion of the 
housing that will be built in East 
Grinstead will be for Crawley 
workers.  This has major 
implications for traffic in 
Copthorne, Turners Hill and other 
Crawley Down roads.  We ask you 
to support the CDRA in its fight 
against the Relief Road which will 
continue as long as necessary.

SOCIAL EVENTS IN 2006 
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What if ?……….. 

Many people will know that Tim 
Hill of Home Evangelism has been 
working with the Churches in 
Crawley Down for almost two years. 
Tim has been visiting homes door-
to-door around the village, calling on 
each neighbourhood as it appears in 
the Church & Village prayer 
calendar. However, many people 
might not be aware that Tim was 
involved in quite a serious car 
accident during May. At the time of 
writing this article, Tim is home 
from hospital and recovering well 
from his injuries. Nevertheless, it 
will be a little while yet before we 
see Tim back to his work as an 
evangelist and chaplain. Unless one 
has been in a similar situation, it is 
hard to imagine how Tim’s wife 
Mandy felt, as she received news of 
his accident. Although her first 
thoughts were naturally for Tim, 
Mandy says that she could not help 
but begin asking herself ‘What if 
Tim can’ t work for some time? What 
if we can’ t pay the mortgage? What 
if ….?’  But then she remembered 
God’s faithfulness, and her thoughts 
turned to some words of wisdom 
from Psalm 37 – verses which she 
and Tim had always held onto as 
their own special words of 
encouragement: “The Lord is our 
stronghold in times of trouble” .  

Then Mandy’s thoughts turned to 
some other words of wisdom. This 
time they came from the musings of 

Eeyore’s Book of Gloom! “The 
wrong way to go from here is the 
way that we keep searching for, 
whilst the right way is staring us in 
the face” . Let God lead, rather than 
trying to go it alone. And when 
Piglet asked “What if this tree falls 
on me?”  he received the response 
“what if it doesn’ t?”  Perhaps Jesus 
had the same theme in mind when he 
said “Therefore, do not worry about 
tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry 
about its own things. Sufficient for 
the day is its own trouble” . 
(Matthew 6. 34). Those who know 
Tim well will know that he is not the 
best at living one day at a time; he is 
always looking ahead and filling his 
diary with new projects. However, 
for a while at least, he and Mandy 
are having to slow down and live 
one day at a time, trusting in God’s 
stronghold and not worrying about 
all the “what if’s” . Maybe there’s 
also a reminder there for us? Please 
keep Tim, Mandy and Alice in your 
prayers.

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THE VICAR WRITES ABOUT 
THE HOLY SPIRIT AND 
BAPTISM 

From the Vicar ’s sermon on 
Whitsunday (Pentecost) 

Today is the feast day of Christian 
Pentecost: 50 days after Passover, 
and 50 days after Easter. As the 
people of Israel were gathered for 
the feast, so the Lord God did 
another new thing in Christ: He 
gifted His Spirit to the believers.  
And so the Jewish feast of Pentecost 
became also the Christian feast of 
Pentecost.   

That Holy Spirit at the first Christian 
Pentecost is the same as the Spirit of 
God that moved across the waters of 
creation. 

It’ s the same ‘Spirit of the Lord’  that 
Jesus proclaimed as he read from 
Isaiah in the synagogue at Nazareth, 
when he announced that, in him, 
Isaiah’s prophecy was fulfilled. 

And it’ s the same Holy Spirit whose 
presence we rejoice in today. 

It was that passage from Isaiah that 
Jesus proclaimed that we heard at 
Evening Prayer last Sunday. 

These are the words of Isaiah, as 
read by Jesus in the synagogue at 
Luke 4:18: 

‘The Spirit of the Lord has been 
given to me, 
For he has anointed me. 
He has set me to bring the good 
news to the poor, 
To proclaim liberty to the captives 
And to the blind new sight, 
To set the downtrodden free, 
To proclaim the Lord’s year of 
favour’ . 

When was Jesus anointed with the 
Holy Spirit?  At his baptism. 

This is the same Holy Spirit that we 
were also anointed with at our 
baptism.  So we must be bold, 
because the Spirit of the Lord has 
been given to us.  We allow walls to 
be built up around ourselves and our 
Christian vision.  But the Spirit’ s 
horizons are broader and the Spirit 
goes before us.  It’ s the sense of God 
being at work in His creation in 
ways that we may not at first 
recognise.  We do not believe that 
church organisation accounts for all 
of God’s work.  I’m sure we 
recognise God at work for good in 
Crawley Down ahead of and beyond 
‘church’ .    

Even so, I hear you say, it’s very 
difficult for us.  Well, if we can’ t be 
as bold as we would like outside, we 
can at least be bold in church – in 
here. 

Baptism at All Saints’  Church: 
celebrating the Holy Spir it 

How do we know we have been 
anointed with the gift of the Holy 
Spirit?   

Our baptism is marked by two 
things: the outward sign of water 
and the sign of the cross; and the 
inward gift of the Holy Spirit.  In 
Confirmation the presence of the 
Holy Spirit is confirmed by the 
laying-on of hands by the Bishop.   

In the Church of England we have 
always baptised children, on the 
understanding that their parents and 
godparents will bring those who are 
baptised to worship regularly. 

The advice by the Bishop of 
Chichester to clergy is very clear 

about this: that godparents must be 
baptised Christians and must be 
willing to bring the baptised child to 
faith.   

The Bishop’s advice is also very 
clear that baptism should take place 
on a Sunday in the presence of the 
Body of Christ which is the 
worshipping community.  We will 
be following this advice of the 
Bishop’s in future at All Saints’  
Church, with all baptisms in the 
10.00am Sunday service. 

If we can’ t allow the Holy Spirit to 
let us be as bold outside as we would 
like, we can at least be bold in here.  
The experience of worship, and the 
welcome that we give young 
families, and the opportunities that 
we can provide should all serve to 
build up faith in Crawley Down. 

As I meet with those who seek 
baptism for their child, and explore 
whether they are willing to make the 
commitment, I will also be offering 
Thanksgiving for the Birth of a 
Child, if baptism – and the gift of the 
Holy Spirit that comes with baptism 
- is a commitment too far. 

In this way we will be true to 
baptism.  And we will be 
celebrating, at every baptism, the 
presence of the Holy Spirit among 
us.   

It is now our mission to: 

·  ‘bring the good news to the poor, 
·  proclaim liberty to the captives 
·  proclaim to the blind new sight, 
·  set the downtrodden free, 
·  proclaim the Lord’s year of 

favour’ .

MONEY MATTERS 

The Budget for All Saints’  Church 
for this year shows total 
expenditure for the church of 
nearly £47000. Many people in the 
village use the church for 
weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services 
at e.g. Harvest, Christmas. Many 
youngsters also attend the groups, 
which use the parish rooms. 
However on the financial side 
50% of the regular giving to the 
church comes from just 11 
families, 8 of which are retired. 
Clearly the financial future of the 
church is going to be very difficult 
unless the cost of running the 
church can be spread amongst 
more families in the village. 
Perhaps you are not a regular 
worshipper at All Saints’ , but what 
would your reaction be if there 
was no longer a church in the 
village with a full time Vicar? 
This is the situation many villages 
now have to face – we do not want 

it to happen in Crawley Down, but 
if we do not pay our way that will 
be the consequence. The ways you 
can help the church financially 
are: 
·  A monthly payment by bankers

·  Using weekly envelopes 
·  A one off gift to the church 
Any of these ways of helping the 
church can be increased by Gift
