The members of the Haven 
Centre Executive Committee 
write …. 

The Haven Centre today faces a 
dilemma.   

The Executive Committee is down 
from the original 20+ strong to six 
dedicated members, all of whom 
have served for many years now.  
Ideally, we need to be handing over 
the running of the Centre to other 
people, not walking away, but 
ensuring that there is a new and 
active committee ready to take 
over.  This is really the main thrust 
of this month’s news.    

Please do come and help us, 
because as a Charity, without an 
adequate number of Trustees, 
Crawley Down could lose the local 
control of the Centre altogether 
within the next few years.  

Funding 

The second major dilemma facing 
the Centre is funding. 

There is still a large mortgage on 
the building, which is held by Mid 
Sussex District Council.  The major 
part of our funding is supplied 
through the rent and covenanted 
profit from the Social Club, the 
main reason the Social Club was 
set up by the original founders of 
the Centre.  Over the years this has 
proved to be an effective and 
acceptable arrangement.    

Our other income to cover the 
running, some repairs and other 
numerous costs have largely been 
met by the income from lettings 
and the fund raising done by 
dedicated members of the 
committee.  This has enabled the 

Association to run on a stable 
financial basis for at least the past 
fourteen years and considerable 
progress has been made in reducing 
the outstanding capital of the loan.  

However, at the end of the financial 
year before last, for almost the first 
time in their history the Social Club 
made a large loss.  This impacted 
on the Association during the 
financial year just ended but 
nevertheless all obligations were 
met.  If this year the Social Club 
should be insufficiently recovered  
to pay for their own needs and meet 
their usual obligations to the Haven 
Centre, then meeting our current 
payments to MSDC will become 
extremely difficult.    

This will mean that either the 
Haven Centre will need to extend 
the repayment period with MSDC 
which would reduce the monthly 
payment, which preliminary 
enquiries indicate may be possible, 
or make swingeing cuts in 
expenditure, such as cleaning, and 
revert to reliance on voluntary 
unpaid helpers.  The prospect of the 
latter working out successfully is so 
unlikely that it is hardly worth 
considering.   

Mortgage 

There are only six years left for us 
to repay the mortgage and then the 
building will belong to the people 
of Crawley Down.   

Over the years the committees have 
worked for too long and so hard to 
achieve this and naturally we do 
not really want to see the 
repayment period extended.  
However, it may be the only 
practical option. Therefore, we are

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THE VICAR WRITES ABOUT 
ASCENSION DAY 

The sermon preached at All 
Saints’ Church on Ascension Day 

To understand Ascension Day, let’s 
look at all the scripture readings set 
for today at Holy Communion and 
Morning & Evening Prayer. 

Acts 1: 1-11 & Luke 24: 44-53 are 
Luke’s two accounts of the 
Ascension of The Lord.  In both 
passages Jesus tells the disciples 
that they must wait in Jerusalem 
for the Holy Spirit to come upon 
them. 

Matthew 28: 16-20 is the Great 
Commission: Matthew’s Gospel 
conclusion, in which the disciples 
meet at a previously arranged 
rendezvous – a hill – where Jesus 
tells them at authority in heaven 
and on earth has been given to 
him, and that they must now go 
and make disciples of all nations 
and baptise them in the name of 
the Holy Trinity – and teaching 
them to obey everything that he 
commanded the disciples.  And 
Jesus reassures, saying ‘And 
surely, I am with you always, to 
the very end of the age’. 

Daniel 7:9-14 is Daniel’s vision of 
‘one like a son of man’ 
approaching ‘the Ancient of 
Days’.   The ‘one like a son of 
man’ is given ultimate and 
eternal authority. 

Isaiah 52: 7-15 is a vision of the 
return of God when ‘all the ends 
of the earth will see the salvation 
of our God’ – leading on to part 
of one of the Servant Songs: ‘my 
servant will be raised up and 
highly exalted …. and many 
nations will marvel at him, and 
kings will shut their mouths 
because of him; for what they 
were not told, they will see, and 
what they have not heard, they 
will understand’. 

Hebrews 7: 11-28 is the writer’s 
exaltation of Jesus as our high 
priest, and the passage continues 
into Chapter 8.  Jesus has no 

priestly lineage: he is like the 
shadowy priest Melchizedek in 
Genesis 14, from very early in 
the Old Testament story.  Jesus 
breaks the mould: he has no past; 
he has no human entitlement: he 
sacrificed himself as both victim 
and priest, and so does away with 
the priestly sacrifice system; he is 
now ‘sat down at the right hand 
of the throne of majesty in 
heaven; so he is our high priest 
‘holy, blameless, pure, set apart 
from sinners, exalted above the 
heavens’. 

2 Kings 2: 1-15 is the account of the 
ascension of Elijah into heaven, 
and the way in which his disciple 
Elisha witnessed the ascension, 
and received the spirit of Elijah. 

Revelation 5 is another vision of 
heaven, like the Daniel passage.  
And the Lamb, who was slain, is 
found to be worthy to open the 
seven seals that bind the scroll 
that is held by the one who sits 
on the throne of heaven.  ‘You 
are worthy to take the scroll and 
to open its seals, because you 
were slain, and with your blood 
you purchased men and women 
for God, from every tribe and 
language and people and nation’.   

And, lastly, the Psalms set for 
today:  47, 93, 110, 150 and 8. 

Psalm 110 is the Psalm that refers to 
Melchizedek – the mysterious 
priest from Genesis 8 that the 
writer to the Hebrews uses to 
show how Jesus has become our 
high priest. 

Psalm 150 is the Psalm of rejoicing 
that forms a final chorus of praise 
for all the Psalm – the Alleluia 
praise of heaven.  We will close 
this evening by saying together 
Ps150 from the Book of Common 
Prayer.   

Psalm 47 is a Psalm praising God as 
lord of all the world. 

Psalm 93 praises the majesty of 
God. 

And Psalm 8 praises the greatness 
of God. 

Do you get the picture?   

So we have: 

Visions of heaven, and of God, from 
Old and New Testaments, and in all 
three there is a Son of Man, or Lamb 
of God, or the Servant of God, who 
is Christ, at the side of the ‘one who 
sits upon the throne’, receiving 
authority and power’, and 
worshipped by earthly authorities 
and heavenly authorities. 

The ascension pattern from Elijah, in 
which naturally following the 
ascension of the man of God is the 
coming of the Spirit on disciples, 
which we also see in the Ascension 
of the Lord. 

The parallel picture in Matthew in 
which Jesus appears in a second 
Sermon on the Mount, giving a final 
commission to his disciples.  The 
enormity of the charge that is placed 
upon them almost begs the question 
– surely this is a bestowal of the 
Holy Spirit as well. 

And lastly, Psalm after Psalm that 
speak of the glory of God. 

Psalm 8: 4, 5 & 9: ‘Ah, what is 
man, that you should spare a 
thought for him, the son of man 
that you should care for him?’  
Yet you have made him little less 
than a god, you have crowned 
him with glory and splendour, 
made him lord over the work of 
your hands, set all things under 
his feet!  Oh, Lord our God, how 
great your name throughout the 
earth!

ANXIETY CAN BE PRIDE 

An article by John Hughes reproduced from Church 
Times 11th May 2007 

Teach us, O God, not to torture ourselves,  
not to make martyrs of ourselves through stifling 
reflection;  
but rather teach us to breathe deeply in faith,  
through Jesus, our Lord. 

Soren Kierkegaard (1813-55) 

THIS PRAYER can seem surprising in two ways.  First, 
at the surface level, why should anyone really want to 
‘torture’ himself or herself?  Second, if we know 
anything about the Danish philosopher -�theologian 
Soren Kierkegaard, we might well think of him as 

exactly the sort of Christian who would be keen on 
‘stifling’ self- reflection. 

Kierkegaard, the first great philosopher of anxiety, had 
a short life, which was marked by melancholy.  He had 
broken off his engagement to his one great love, Regina 
Olsen, feeling the marriage to be impossible, but 
remained haunted by this decision.  Steeped in the 
Lutheran tradition, his thought dwelt upon its central 
themes of sin and the cross, in a way that many would 
consider to be exactly the sort of "stifling reflection" 
from which he prays to be spared. 

We English generally tend to be more bright and breezy 
about our religion, preferring Stanford Te Deums to the 
baroque dramas of either Germanic Lutheranism or 
Latin Catholicism.  But perhaps this is to simplify too

much.  You cannot take the darker sides out of 
Christianity, any more than you can remove the cross. 

Kierkegaard does not deny that following Christ will 
involve sacrifice and suffering - even potentially 
martyrdom.  But he realises that this is different from 
either his own temperamental anxiety, or the anxiety of 
our age.  This prayer, then, is about asking God to save 
us from mistaking these worldly anxieties for the 
crosses that, like Christ, we must bear.  How easy it is 
to confuse the two, to inflate our little games of doubt 
for something much grander. 

“Teach us, 0 God, not to torture ourselves," he prays.  
The masochistic instinct is a strange one, but found in 
some degree in most of us, and perhaps particularly in 
those inclined to the spiritual life.  Torturing ourselves 
is usually an act of despair - an attempt to prove 
ourselves, to earn something or control something. 

But God does not want us to do any of these things.  
This is not the meaning of testing, or sacrifice, or faith.  
When we prefer to "make martyrs of ourselves through 
stifling reflection",�turned in on ourselves and blind to 
everything outside, we consume ourselves with an 
anxiety that is actually a perverse form of self-obsession 
and pride. 

Instead of this “stifling selfabsorption”��Kierkegaard 
prays "to breathe deeply in faith" �Faith, which 
Kierkegaard explores in his reflections on the sacrifice 
of Abraharn and Isaac, may demand great things; it may 
have its own fear and trembling; but it is rooted in 
hope. �Its sacrifices always look to the return of the 
resurrection, in the light of which they are seen. �We, 
too, should pray for a faith that "breathes deeply" and 
freely.

News from the Abbey

parish has 36 sub-centres each with 
their own small church but with only 
one full time priest and a temporary 
assistant priest from India.  Happily, 

the parish has trained 76 catechists 
to minister to the needs of the 
people.   Irundu is close to Lake 
Victoria and is near the source of the 
Nile.  It is hoped that the 
relationship will be two way and that 
we (and especially our young 
people) will learn and receive 
blessings and inspiration as well as 
offering friendship, time, skills and 
material help.

The 1994 Sunday Trading Act 
allows large shops to open for 
six hours on Sunday, but 
stipulates two days in the year 
when even large shops must 
remain closed: Easter Sunday 
and Christmas Day. The 
Deregulate group, funded by a 
coalition of large retailers, has 
this week been highlighting 

the fact that because of this 
law large garden centres will 
remain closed on Easter 
Sunday. They suggest that as 
a result ‘green fingers’ will go 
idle this summer.’  

Martyn Eden, a spokesperson for 
the Keep Sunday Special 
campaign said ‘This is a 
ridiculous suggestion. All good 
gardeners will plan ahead and 
are likely to be organised well in 
advance. There are just two days 
a year when the garden centres 
and other large shops must 
remain closed. Surely it is 
appropriate that we try and do 

our shopping on the other 363 
days and allow the hard working 
employees of large shops to 
spend Easter Sunday and 
Christmas Day together with their 
families.’ 

Easter Sunday and Christmas 
Day are two of the most 
significant days in the Christian 
calendar. Statistics released this 
week show that Christianity is still 
the dominant faith in the UK with 
over half (53%) or 26.2 million 
adults claiming to be Christian.

Relief Road 

Now that the elections for the 
District council are completed, the 
issues of the Relief Road and the 
building of 4,500 houses in East 
Grinstead are going to raise their 
heads again.  The people of Crawley 
Down need to be aware that the fight 
is far from over.  If the Relief Road 
is built, it will come through 
Crawley Down on the Route 1A 
path.  Route 1B has never been an 

option because it goes through part 
of Surrey, and Tandridge Council 
has said that they will not permit it.  
Route 1A will go through Ancient 
and Ghyll Woodland and through 
the habitat of many protected plant 
and animal species.  A flyover will 
cross Hophurst Hill taking the 
pollution above the village and down 
again in bad weather.  The road will 
not be accessible in the village but 
only at the Dukes Head so there is 
nothing positive about it as far as we 
are concerned.  The increase in 
traffic brought about by the building 
of the houses will amount to an extra 
7,000 cars on the roads of East 
Grinstead.  Most of these owners 
will be travelling along the 
Copthorne Road to work in Crawley 
or at Gatwick Airport.  Getting off 
the motorway in the evening is 
already a problem and the queue to 
leave it Southbound at junction 10 
already tails back to junction 9 at 
peak times.

A PARISH CHURCH NEEDS TWO 
CHURCHWARDENS 

The Vicar writes 

A parish church needs two Churchwardens.  The 
Churchwardens are Crawley Down’s officers who are 
responsible primarily not to the Vicar, but to the 
Bishop.   

Special meeting on 24th June 

At the Annual Meeting of All Saints’ Church on 22nd 
April, after many years in the post, Terry Miles stood 
down as Churchwarden.  Tony Bounds was elected as 
Churchwarden, but there was no candidate for the 
second Churchwarden post.  A special Meeting of 
Parishioners to elect a second Warden will be held on 
Sunday 24th June at 11.30am in church – open to all 
who live in Crawley Down. 

The role of a churchwarden is best described as 
management, maintenance, and ministry.  

Management refers to the churchwarden's relationship 
with the clergy, the PCC and the members of the 
congregation. 

Maintenance refers to his or her responsibilities to look 
after the church building. 

Ministry refers to their pastoral role with regard to the 
parish priest and to the congregation. 

 
 

The qualifications for being a churchwarden are 
that he or she: 

Should be resident in the parish or on the electoral 
roll. 

Should be over 21. 
Should consent to being appointed. 
Should have been confirmed, and should have 

received communion at least three times in the 
previous year.  A person who is ready to be 
confirmed and wants to be confirmed also 
qualifies. 

The churchwarden's duties involve the handling of 
money and the ownership and care of valuable property.  
This calls for as much financial integrity as a charity 
trustee.  Indeed in many parishes the churchwardens 
become trustees of some charity linked to the church.  
People who have been convicted of certain offences of 
dishonesty, and people who have been disqualified as 
company directors, are not allowed to be charity 
trustees.  Such people should not be appointed as a 
churchwarden either.

The Budget for All Saints' Church 
for this year shows total 
expenditure for the church of 
nearly £68,000.��Many people in 
the village use the church for 
weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services 
at e.g. Harvest, Christmas.
