FEDAL RADIVS TN AFRICA —
AN UPDATE

John Longhurst writes

In 2004 | described in a Church &
Village article how the Flying
Doctor Development Service - a UK
Christian charity specialising in
radio communications for use in the
developing World - had donated a
rural radio network for use by the
Anglican Church in the remote
villages of Tanzania, East Africa. At
that time we had installed the second
phase of the programme bringing the
total number of radiosin the
Network to sixteen.

Three-week mission

In November 2005, nearly two years
on and |, together with fellow retired
engineer and FDDS member Tom
Fisher, have recently been on
another three-week mission to
central Tanzaniato install the third
and final phase of this programme.
On previous visits we had installed
and commissioned the backbone of
the network, comprising amains
powered base station in each of the
four diocesan headquarters - Ruaha,
Dodoma (the capital city of
Tanzania), Kondoaand Mpwapwa,
together with twelve village radios.
Thistime we would install one
pedal-powered radio and three solar
powered radios out in the villages,
and carry out site maintenance visits
wherever there were reported
problems

4,000 km route

Early in our programme we had a
meeting with Archbishop Donald
Mtetemelato discuss and plan where
he wanted the new radios installed.
Our good friends Pastor Laurence
Masawa, appointed by Archbishop

LoriaQ to marage e radl o
network, and Godfrey Tarling, a
British surveyor and missionary
working for the Diocese of

M pwapwa, were there to assist with
the ingtallations. Godfrey was our
driver, English/Swahili translator
and mentor, and his Land Rover
transported us, and our equipment,
from site to site along our 4,000 km
route.

Poverty, HIV/AIDS, drought, and
uncertain harvests

hilst there has been a dramatic
increase in the growth of mobile
phonesin the cities and towns, and
along the routes of the major
highways since our last visit, cellular
coverage still does not extend to the
villages, and is unlikely to do so for
many yearsto come. In addition,
many bush communities have no
public electricity supply and are
pretty inaccessible - particularly
during the rainy season. Inthe
battles against poverty, HIV/AIDS,
drought, and uncertain harvests the
need is till there for low-cost
communications, with autonomous
power supplies, to call up medical
assistance during emergencies, relief
supplies during flooding or drought,
and for the basic benefits of social
contact that we take for granted.

Human muscle power

The majority of the FDDS-supplied
village radios are powered by pedal
generators. these require no battery
or fuel and run on human muscle
power. Sitting on the frame, aman
pedalling at around 60 rpm generates
sufficient power to run a 100-Watt
HF radio transceiver bolted to the
front of the generator frame. This
year we also supplied five solar
power supply systems. For either

Sy SLEIT e runring Costs are
virtually zero. Each radio, together
with its simple wire aeria provides
the Anglican Church of Tanzania
with a communication range of
several hundred miles.

Installing theradio

Our daily toil started early, often
before daybreak, when we load
aerial masts, solar panels, pedal
generators, radios, tools and
ancillary items, plus personal
baggage. The journey to site would
take between 1'% and 2 ¥2 hours
dependent on distance and road
surface. Arriving in avillage we
would locate the pastor’ s house,
unload the Land Rover and set to
work installing the radio, aerial and
power supply, typically afive hour
operation in temperatures
approaching 40 degrees Celsius.
Finally, African roads being less
safe at night, we made every effort
to ensure that we were on the road to
arrive safely at our planned
destination before nightfall.

At theend of thisvisit weleft a
working network of twenty-one
radios, serving church and village
communities of over one million
people. In the context of the
problems besetting Tanzaniathisisa
very small matter indeed. However
for the people concerned they at last
have alifeline to the outside world
and the benefits, safety and social,
that this offers.

Itisasmall world indeed and as a
postscript, last year several of you
may have met Godfrey, hiswife
Rachel, adoctor running St Luke's
Hospital in Mpwapwa, and their
children when they stayed with us,
and cameto All Saints' Church for
Sunday morning Communion.

Pointing to Christ

Mary suddenly found her life to be
out of her own control, and she
accepted the will of God. Intheicon
Mary pointsto Jesus. And Jesus
looks at us. Heinvites our response:
“What do you make of God with you
here, in the midst of life?” And
Jesus points to his mother: “ The will
of God is done when we let go, and
stop trying to be in control all the
time: if we put God first”.

In worldly terms, we have very great
power. Thetroubleisthat all our
‘being in control’ puts us first, not
God. Like Mary intheicon, we
should point not to ourselves, and
our power and control, but to Christ.
We have the task of being the parish
church in Crawley Down, so we
must take proper control over our
affairs and be wise stewards of what
is entrusted to us. But when the
Bishop of Chichester looks at the
changing pressures on the church —
not just financial — he now looks to
the Diocesan strategy — Life
Together —and its vision of working
together differently in the future for

Itislikely that, starting in the next
year or two, decisions about levels
of annual payment by Crawley
Down (viaAll Saints' Church) to the
Diocese of Chichester (‘ Parish
Share’), and possibly even clergy
deployment between parishes, will
be made by the East Grinstead
Deanery Synod, working with the
Bishop of Horsham. Thisisin the
setting of likely future need to
increase Parish Shareto cover the
shortfall in the clergy pensions
scheme.

In this uncertain future, the church in
our dioceseis clear that what must
come first isthat we point to God in
Christ. Difficult decisonswill have

to be made, and we may not get
what we want.
