On Tuesday April 4 the Annual
Genera Mesting for the Crawley
Down Residents Association took
place at the Haven Centre.
Unfortunately, despite being well
attended, nobody was prepared to
stand as new Chairman. The
Secretary has agreed to stand as
Acting Chairman until an
Extraordinary General Meeting
(EGM) is held on Tuesday May 23.

The EGM wasinitially called to
propose changes to the constitution
which would alow for the winding
up of CDRA intheevent of its
being unable to constitutionally
continue. Without a chairman, this
issuch acase. In order to keep the
CDRA we need to find a new
chairman or dissolve the group.
Members are asked to come along
to this meeting and form a quorum
in order that we may take
appropriate action.

The proposed amendments to the
CDRA rulesare asfollows:

“Present Rule 15 to be renumbered
Rule 16”

Insert new Rule 15.

“Rule 15. If, at any time and for
any reason, the CDRA should

cease to function as a competent
body, the assets of the Association
will need to be secured.

If aVillage Events sub-Committee
exigts, and it iswilling to accept,
all properties of the CDRA shall
be passed over to them. Also a
sum up to a maximum of £3,000
will be passed to it in order to fund
its promotion of village events.

Any remaining money shall be
handed to Worth Parish Council to
be held in trust by it until another
village representative body, with
similar aimsto the CDRA, is
formed”

Should the CDRA ceaseto exist,
Crawley Down will have no
resident’ s representation at Strategic
Plan and Relief Road consultations
and on the Local Action Team.
There will be no resident’ s voiceto
be heard in regard to potential
changes for Crawley Down. Links
with councils, police and local
newspapers, important in keeping
the village informed, will also be
lost.

Making Things Right

Suggestion Forms have been coming
in to the suggestion boxes around
the village. Thank you to everyone
who has taken the time to make your
views known.

The Loca Action Team met on 21¥
March to look at the forms that had
been completed. Two concerns came
up more than once: speeding and
parking.

Speeding

Named roads on the forms where
vehicles often exceed 30mph are:
Turners Hill Road, Vicarage Road,
Burleigh Way, Sandy Lane, Station
Road, Grange Road and Hophurst
Lane.

Y ou will have seen Speedwatch at
work in West Hoathly and other
places. Volunteers, trained by the
Police, use speed gunsto register
which vehicles are exceeding the
speed limit. If vehicles are over the
limit aletter will be sent out from
Sussex Police advising the owner.
After two such letters the vehicle
will be referred to the Traffic Unit
who will then look out for and speak
to the driver.

Speedwatch will start soonin
Crawley Down at Hophurst Lane by
the Haven Centre, Burleigh Way,
Station Road, Sandy Lane, and at
two positionsin Turners Hill Road.
There may also beapositionin
Vicarage Road.

If you would like to get involved
with Speedwatch, leave your details
at Jan’'s Pet Shop or post them into
the Police Office at the Haven
Centre.

The Loca Action Teamisalso
working with the Police and local
councillorsto seeif we could have
some or al of: rumble strips on the
road to slow traffic down; and
flashing lights to warn traffic to keep
to the speed limit.

Parking

Problems raised are: parking on
grass verges, which makes them like
aploughed field; parking across the
corners of road junctions; and
problem parking outside the Royal
Oak and in Sandy Lane.

The new car park will be built soon
by the side of the Royal Oak. When
this has been done vehicles will park
parallel with the kerb outside the
shops, and this should all improve
the situation at the shops and pub.

It can be hard to solve the problem
of parking on grass verges: lay bys
could be extended but thisis very
expensive if gas and water pipes are
underneath them.

PCSO Elaine Anscomb does her best
to warn people off parking across
the corners of road junctions.

Other thingsraised in the
suggestion forms

The proposal for a skateboard
park at the Haven Centreis being
progressed. Hopefully, Crawley
Down will soon join many other
nearby villagesin Sussex and Surrey
(eg. Copthorne and Smallfield) in
having its own skateboard park.

A teenagers shelter. The Police
advise that thisisasensible
investment: Turners Hill have
recently put one up. Various sites
have been investigated in Crawley
Down but nowhere suitable has yet
been found.

Anti social behaviour PCSO
Elaine Anscomb advises that thereis
now only the isolated incident of
anti-social behaviour in Crawley
Down. Thisisone of the main
focuses of Elaine and the Local
Action Team.

Street lights. It was suggested that
these could be kept on later at night.
Local councillors advise that the
Parish Council isthe placeto
enquire about street lights and that
while some people want them on

later, others want them turned off so
that the light does not shine into
their homes. Contact the Parish
Council at the Village Hall
Bungalow behind the Village Hall or
ring 01342 713407.

Litter collection. It was suggested
that we need more than one man
employed by the Parish Council to
collect litter. Thisisanother matter
for the Parish Council.

| recently heard this story about a
very wealthy man. Thisrich man
was very near to death. He was very
grieved because he had spent all his
life making himself wealthy, and he
wanted to be able to take some of his
wealth with him to heaven. So he
prayed that this might be possible.
After much earnest prayer, he
convinced himself that his prayers
were answered and that he had been
granted permission to take one
single suitcase with as much as he
could pack init. The rich man
decided to stuff his suitcase with
pure gold bars, and he kept this one
suitcase beside him on his sick bed.
Eventually he died and arrived at the
gates of heaven. Upon seeing the
man with his suitcase, St. Peter
declared “ Stop, you can't bring that
in herel” However, the man seemed
so convinced that he had been given
permission that Peter went off to
check it out.

Jesus|eft heaven's treasures,
made himself nothing, humbled
himself, became obedient to death
on across — before God exalted Him
to the highest heavens (Philippians
2.5-11) so that we can have eternal
lifein God's kingdom.

The Budget for All Saints' Church for this year shows total
expenditure for the church of nearly £47000. Many peoplein the
village use the church for weddings, baptisms or funerals as well
as coming to special services a e.g. Harvest, Christmas. Many
youngsters also attend the groups, which use the parish rooms.
However on the financial side 50% of the regular giving to the
church comes from just 11 families, 8 of which areretired.
Clearly the financia future of the church is going to be very
difficult unless the cost of running the church can be spread
amongst more familiesin the village. Perhaps you are not a
regular worshipper at All Saints’, but what would your reaction
beif there was no longer a church in the village with afull time
Vicar? Thisis the situation many villages now have to face —we
do not want it to happen in Crawley Down, but if we do not pay
our way that will be the consequence. The ways you can help
the church financially are:
- A monthly payment by bankers order
- Using weekly envelopes
- A one off gift to the church
Any of these ways of helping the church can be increased by
Gift Aid tax relief if you are ataxpayer
Running a function to raise money for the church
- Leaving alegacy to the churchin your will
- Using the specia Inland Revenue scheme whereby if you are
due atax repayment under the self assessment arrangement
this can be paid to the church together with Gift Aid tax relief
