FROM THE SERMON 
PREACHED BY THE VICAR 
AT 10am ON SUNDAY 1st 
OCTOBER 2006 at 10am. 

Mark 9: 38 – end.  ‘Be on your  
guard against temptation’  

Today’s Gospel reading is an 
example of the kind of writing we 
sometimes find in the Gospels that 
sits uncomfortably with modern 
ways: ‘ If we allow temptation to lead 
us to behaviour that is sinful, we 
should be prepared to sever the limb 
that committed the sin’ . 

The name for this extreme language 
is hyperbole.  Hype is the stock in 
trade of public relations and 
advertising, but it does not come 
naturally in faith.  There is 
something distasteful about uttering 
oaths and life-threatening actions in 
the name of Christ. 

These words of Jesus have come 
down to us in the Gospels.  I think 
we should not dwell on the words, 
but on the message underneath them, 
which is that a life of faith should be 
a life of turning away from sin, and 
being faithful to Christ. 

+ + + 

When I was in training for ordination 
20 years ago, I spent 3 weeks on 
placement, with my fellow ordinands 
in training, in Bristol.  We were all 
attached to different agencies 
throughout the city and I was with 
Avon and Somerset Constabulary.   

To make the experience all the more 
immediate, I was living with a 
family in St. Paul©s, which at that 
time was an area of poverty, close to 
the city centre: the Bristol inner-city.  
20 years ago it was a centre of drug 
dealing, and a red light district, and 
not somewhere to be out at night – 
unless you were after what St. Paul’s 
had to offer – to tempt you. 

I was talking with some people at a 
community centre in St. Paul©s about 
the reputation of the area.  “Sure”  
they said, “ there is crime in St. 

Paul’s, but is it any less lawful an 
area than the suburbs?”    

I asked what they meant.   

“How many small businesses are 
there, running in peoples’  homes and 
garages, or service businesses 
running out of peoples’  homes that 
the taxman doesn’ t know about?  
What about the company executives 
fiddling their expenses, or the 
company directors in on dodgy 
dealing and corporate scams?”  

+ + + 

When it comes to making moral 
comparisons like this we are on 
dangerous ground.   

Each of the Ten Commandments is a 
separate moral rule, but they were all 
given together by God to Moses - as 
we read in Chapter 20 of Exodus in 
the Old Testament.  But does this 
mean that to covet my neighbour’s 
ox, or donkey, is of the same level of 
seriousness as to murder my 
neighbour?  I’m not sure that we are 
meant to read the Ten 
Commandments in that way.   

And I’m not sure that it’s right that 
those who are carrying out 
undeclared business in Crawley 
Down can reasonably say that the 
bad people of Crawley also get up to 
no good.   

Each of us must accept responsibility 
before God for our wrongdoing.  The 
Ten Commandments is a law code 
adopted by the wandering nation of 
Israel many centuries before Christ, 
and it is still the basis for Jewish and 
Christian morality.  Take each one of 
the ten as a moral rule and let it stand 
alone.  Don’ t start trading off one 
against the other: that’s the kind of 
thing that the Pharisees did, and you 
can read Jesus arguing against the 
Pharisees all through the Gospels. 

A life of faith is a life of turning 
away from sin, and being faithful to 
Christ.

A SENSE OF PLACE: WEST SUSSEX PARISH MAPS 
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As the season of ‘harvest’ services 
passes by for another year, let’s 
remember that there is a need for 
food on our own doorsteps, nowhere 
more so than in Crawley Open 
House, our local Crawley hostel for 
homeless people.  When all our local 
Christian church fellowships 
gathered together in All Saints 
church on 24th September for the 
Harvest Festival service, we 
reflected on Jesus’ parables about 
‘wedding feasts’ and ‘great 
banquets’.(Matthew 22/ Luke 14).   

To those who are invited guests: 
God does not want us to seek 
places of honour in His kingdom by 
manipulating or over-riding others.  It 
seems that so many people have a 
desire to achieve greater status than 
the next person.  But Jesus 
message is clear -  “When you are 
invited  to a wedding feast, do not sit 
down in the best place…… but go 
and sit in the lowest place, so that 
he who invited you may come and 
say ‘friend, come up higher…… (for) 
he who humbles himself will be 
exalted”.  Rather than aiming for our 
own prestige, Jesus tells us that we 
should look for a place where we 
can serve others. 

To those who invite or receive 
guests: God does not want us to be 
selective; His kingdom is open to 
everyone who responds to his 
calling through faith in Jesus Christ.  
The message of these parables of 
Christ is summed up in: “The master 
of the house said ‘Go out quickly into 
the streets and the lanes of the city, 
and bring in the poor and the 

maimed, the lame and the blind … 
Go out into the highways and 
hedges and invite them to come in, 
so that my house shall be filled”.  
This is the attitude of those who 
work in Crawley Open House, either 
as staff or volunteers.  Their 
welcome is not selective, their 
welcome is for every one.  If anyone 
reading this article wishes to 
consider being a volunteer at 
Crawley Open House please just 
contact me, and I will arrange for 
you to visit.  

All the donations of food that were 
given at that harvest service in All 
Saints (together with donations from 
some fifty other local churches and 
many schools) went directly for 
those who are homeless, or who are 
guests of Crawley Open House, 
either on a residential or day-centre 
basis.

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On the morning of September 29th, I 
stood on the steps of the Cathedral 
watching people approaching from 
every side street to come to Santiago 
de Compostela for the Mass at 12 
o’clock.  This happens each day, as 
the pilgrims come, some having 
walked 500km through France to 
Spain following the camino marked 
with a yellow shell, which is the sign 
for the pilgrims.  People come on 
bicycles, and even donkeys and 
horses, though that day I didn’ t see 
any. 

I embarked on this journey, flying 
down from Stansted with a group of 
friends and Father Bede from Worth 
Abbey.  He with my husband 
Stephen and our driver - a Spanish 
gentleman called Gandi, a man of 
advancing years – like us all, except 
two, in their seventies but all were 
determined to try. 

The Camino Path 

Each time we walked we knew we 
were getting closer to our goal.  We 
had a minibus which carried wine 
and luggage and the car with the 

four of us.  Each day we stopped to 
see a beautiful church or an 
interesting village, then find the 
Camino Path and walk through 
beautiful green countryside with 
wildflowers, tall trees in lines.  
Sometimes a bird of prey wheeled 
above us.  There were little houses 
with cranes’  nests on the chimney 
pots and bright yellow butterflies.  
Sometimes we had heavy rain and 
we had to dry our boots in the hostel 
overnight by the fire.  We went to 
Samos and visited a Benedictine 
Monastery – Fr Bede was very 
helpful with the translation during 
the tour making it more interesting 
for all of us. 

In the rain, sun and even in the 
dark 

The journey should have been 
120km but for me it was about 
45km, and I realised that this 
journey had been more than that.  I 
had met a lot of different people 
from as far away as Brazil, Canada, 
and Australia and shared with my 
friends walking on the Camino in 

the rain, sun and even in the dark.  
The pilgrims were ready for any 
weather in their colourful rainwear 
reaching to the ground, staff in hand 
with packs on their backs that made 
them resemble a huge snail.  Each 
refugio along the way gave a stamp 
on a Compostella identification card.  
At the end those who had made it 
received their certificate, of which 
they were very proud. 

Singing 

I went into the cathedral for the 
Mass and saw Fr. Bede 
concelebrating with the other priests.  
He spoke some English and so I was 
able to understand a little of the 
service.  This was a very special 
moment for all of us.  That night in 
Santiago you could hear singing in 
the refugio and bars.  Tomorrow 
they would all leave and return to 
their home.  Mayb, they had forged 
friendships on their way but I’m sure 
they will carry many memories away 
with them as I have.

In 1890 a committee was set up to 
organise the building of a much 
needed centre for village activities in 
Crawley Down.

With the aid of grants 
and by fund raising, the Hall has 
been upgraded to its present high 
standard and is used every day by all 
sorts of village groups, just as was 
intended by that first committee. 

Today we have a small but active 
committee, dedicated to ensuring 

that our Hall remains in a good 
condition for everyone in our village 
to use.  We hold four meetings a year 
and are also actively involved in 
providing an official refreshment 
stop for the London to Brighton Bike 
Ride in June.  However, many of us 
have served for a long time and some 
are now stepping down, so we would 
welcome anyone willing to take their 
place.

MONEY MATTERS 

The Budget for All Saints’  Church for 
this year shows total expenditure for 
the church of nearly £47000. Many 
people in the village use the church 
for weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services at 
e.g. Harvest, Christmas. Many 
youngsters also attend the groups, 
which use the parish rooms. However 
on the financial side 50% of the 
regular giving to the church comes 
from just 11 families, 8 of which are 
retired. Clearly the financial future of 
the church is going to be very difficult 
unless the cost of running the church 
can be spread amongst more families 
in the village. Perhaps you are not a 
regular worshipper at All Saints’ , but 
what would your reaction be if there 
was no longer a church in the village 
with a full time Vicar? This is the 
situation many villages now have to 
face – we do not want it to happen in 
Crawley Down, but if we do not pay 

our way that will be the consequence. 
The ways you can help the church 
financially are: 
·  A monthly payment by bankers 

order 
·  Using weekly envelopes 
·  A one off gift to the church 
Any of these ways of helping the 
church can be increased by Gift Aid 
tax relief if you are a taxpayer 
·  Running a function to raise money 

for the church 
·  Leaving a legacy to the church in 

your will 
·  Using the special Inland Revenue 

scheme whereby if you are due a tax 
repayment under the self assessment 
arrangement this can be paid to the 
church together with Gift Aid tax 
relief
