TheRevd Jon Hale (Chairman
of the Local Action Team)
Writes....

The Local Action Team (LAT)
works under the auspices of Mid
Sussex Crime and Disorder
Reduction Partnership to identify
local community safety, crime and
disorder problems and develop
initiatives to deal with them.

CCTV at Crawley Down shops

In early 2005 the LAT was working
with Sussex Policeto raise funds for
installing closed circuit television at
Crawley Down shops to improve
security. By the summer of that year
the LAT was suffering
disappointment and disillusionment
from the announcement by Sussex
Police that they could not, after all,
contribute half of the cost of the
CCTV system. | agreed to take on
chairmanship of the LAT until the
end of 2006, so that the LAT could
keep going as a constructive forum.
Thisyear the LAT hasreceived a
grant from British Airports
Authority towards the cost of
CCTV, but thereis still a
considerable amount of fund-raising
to be done.

Speedwatch

The LAT has been supporting the
Speedwatch scheme in Turners Hill
and Crawley Down, through the
local Speedwatch co-ordinatorsin
each village. There has been
disappointment recently in the
announcement by Sussex Police that,
due to administrative restrictions,
only avery small proportion of
drivers found to be exceeding the
statutory speed limit are being sent a
warning letter. At the recent
meeting of the LAT on 11"
September Acting Police Sergeant
Jo Webb announced that there will
be a pilot scheme in Crawley Down
involving a Special Constableto
strengthen the effectiveness of
Speedwatch. The possibility of

volunteer administrators to enable
more letters to be sent out is also
being looked at.

PCSO Elaine Anscomb

Our Police Community Support
Officer — Elaine Anscomb - isthe
Secretary of the LAT, and was
instrumental in getting the LAT
started. The LAT functionsasa
liaison group with Elaine in her role
as PCSO. For example, at the end of
last year the LAT enabled all
interested parties to come together
with Elaine to improve security at
the Haven Centre on Friday nights.

The LAT adopted a constitution in
September last year. Part of the
constitution providesthat it must be
reviewed by the end of thisyear.
The LAT will meet on 12" October
to review the constitution, review
membership of the LAT, and
appoint anew chairman.

Mark 6: 14-29

Waste

profession, which is planning for the
way we dispose of waste. Twenty
years ago our waste was tipped into
aholeinthe ground. Now the whole
thing is more sophisticated, with
recycling targets and new waste
management technol ogies.

When I’'m talking with waste
managers they often say something
like: ‘There’ s material for your

sermon on Sunday!’ | think they are .

challenging me to make the
connection between these earthy
activities of waste and the God |
proclaim as being here among us.
And | have no difficulty in making
the connection.

Recent research shows that if

everyorie 11 e wora Consuirea al
the level we do in the UK, we would
need three and a half planets at our
disposal. And one reason why we
consume so many natural resources
isthat we throw so much away. We
are satisfied with the pleasant lives
we lead, but we lead them at other
peoples expense, and at the expense
of the planet’sresources. Weare, in
effect, steaing from future
generations. We stand under God's
judgement as poor stewards of his
creation. We are wasteful and
careless.

| think another part of the attraction
for meintheworld of waste isthat
it'salively world of competition
and ‘codified conflict’.

- Local councils now have alegal
duty to increase recycling to meet
ambitious targets, otherwise be
penalised with finesif they don’t
meet them, which are passed on in
Council Tax;

- Waste companies are competing
with each other to help councils
reach the targets.

Theworld isfull of competition and
conflict:

It can be the codified competition
of business and commerce
- It can be the ritualised conflict of
sport;
- It can be the conflict of war.

We know it’s part of human nature
to bein conflict:

- vveregret war, put we Kknow that
unless human hearts are changed
there will always be war.

- Sadly, theritualised conflict of
sport can generate actual physical
conflict in spectators.

- Some anthropologists say that the
natural state of humanity is
conflict: that we define who we
are, not by co-operating, but by
being in conflict.

And there will always be a place for
conflict, because Christians must
stand up for what they believe to be
right. To make achalengeisto be
in conflict. Inacivilised society,
thisis contained, peaceful conflict.
So we are not strangers to conflict.

John the Baptist

When we read about John the
Baptist we meet a man who was
looking for conflict. John
challenged and disturbed. He would
not have been alonein proclaiming
the Messiah. But he spoke with
authority, and many responded.
John’s challenge was not just that he
believed that the Messiah was on his
way, but also that people had better
get ready.

| don’t know if people at that time
would have been naturally better
disposed to respond to acall to
repentance than peopl e nowadays.
We long ago left behind the values
of living as an extended family,
dependent on the fruits of the
seasons, vulnerable in our mortality.

| recently came across a copy of

Ministers”. Amongst the laws listed
in this publication are such truisms
as (1) When the preacher misquotes
a Bible passage or reference, that is
surely the time when most people
are taking notes!

MONEY MATTERS

The Budget for All Saints' Church for
this year shows total expenditure for
the church of nearly £47000. Many
peoplein the village use the church
for weddings, baptisms or funerals as
well as coming to special services at
e.g. Harvest, Christmas. Many
youngsters al so attend the groups,
which use the parish rooms. However
on the financial side 50% of the
regular giving to the church comes
from just 11 families, 8 of which are
retired. Clearly the financial future of
the church is going to be very difficult
unless the cost of running the church
can be spread amongst more families
in the village. Perhaps you are not a
regular worshipper at All Saints’, but
what would your reaction be if there
was no longer achurch in the village
with afull time Vicar? Thisisthe
situation many villages now have to
face —we do not want it to happen in
Crawley Down, but if we do not pay

our way that will be the consequence.
