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DON’T BURY YOUR HEAD IN 
THE SAND! 

In these difficult economic times it 
is important that people feel there is 
somebody around with whom they 
can share the issues they are facing.  
At All Saints’ Church although we 
are not able to provide a debt 
counselling service, as some large 
churches can, we have members 
who can give some initial advice and 
support and can guide people as to 
how to get more detailed advice.  If 
you would like somebody to speak 
to you please initially contact our 
Vicar Jon Hale on 01342 714922.  
The hardest part is often admitting a 
problem exists particularly to family 
and friends.  Sometimes it is easier 
to speak to a stranger about the 
issues.  Financial problems can also 
cause greater levels of stress, 
relationships may come under strain 
etc. and help may be needed in these 
areas.  In these extraordinary 
economic times many people have to 
consider the benefits system, 
employment rights, mortgage 
arrears, debt management etc.  
Below are set out details of some of 
the agencies who might be able to 
offer advice on these and other 
subjects.   

The following are a few examples of 
the issues on which advice and help 
could be obtained. 

If your income goes down you may 
be able to get higher amounts in 
tax credits, help with your council 
tax bill or if you are renting your 
property help with your rent 
through housing benefit.  

If you are a pensioner on a low 
income maybe a top up to your 
pension is available through 
pension credit.  If you have a 
disability maybe some financial 
help could be available through 
disability living allowance – 
although the conditions for 
obtaining this allowance are tight 
there is nothing lost in trying. 

If you are facing redundancy you 
should be aware of your rights and 
whether you are entitled to 
redundancy pay and how much.  If 
you lose your job you should claim 
jobseekers allowance and apply for 
help with your mortgage costs. 

If you have debts which you are 
unable to pay it is important to let 
your creditors know your situation.  
Arrangements can normally be 

made to help you deal with these 
debts.  

Agencies, which may be able to 
offer advice, help or support:- 

Citizens Advice Bureau in East 
Grinstead (01342 321638) – offer 
free impartial confidential help on 
many issues including those 
mentioned above.  Information is

Consumer Credit Counselling

Barry Bull – Treasurer of All Saints 
Church – writes …. 

Firstly may we thank everybody 
connected in any way with the 
church for their generosity and 
support in many ways in 2008.  
Although last year’s accounts have 
not yet been finalised the result will 
be much better than was anticipated 
when the budget was prepared.   

Looking to expenditure in 2009, we 
hope that fuel costs for the church 
will reduce but the cold weather at 
the beginning of January meant 
significant amounts of oil had to be 
used to protect and keep the church 
warm - half a tank of oil was used at 
a cost of £350.  However once again 
in 2009 the main expenditure for the 
church will be the contribution to the 
diocese towards ministry costs.  This 
amount covers stipend, pension and 
housing costs for the clergy, church 
insurance and a contribution towards 
diocesan and national church central 
costs.  The aim within our area is 
that churches should by 2010 pay 
90% of these ministry costs and in 
the not too distant future pay all the 
costs.  The result of this is that our 
contribution has increased again to 
£43000 for 2009.  We are nearing 
the 90% figure and hope in 2010 to 
achieve that percentage.  

Our total budgeted expenditure 
for 2009 is nearly £70000 and the 
budget shows a projected deficit 
for 2009 of £3400.  

A letter is being sent to our regular 
members asking them to review their 
financial commitment to the church 
as clearly we need to eliminate that 
deficit.  Many of those regular 

worshippers have made significant 
increases in their regular giving to 
the church in recent years.  However 
the church is not just used for 
Sunday worship.  Many people in 
the village use the church for 
weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services at 
e.g. Harvest, Christmas.  The church 
holds assemblies and special 
services for the village school.  
Many youngsters also attend the 
groups and classes, which use the 
parish rooms.  There are also social 
events and concerts at the church for 
everyone in the village.  However on 
the financial side 50% of the regular 
giving to the church comes from just 
18 families, 12 of which are retired.  
Clearly the financial future of the 
church is going to be very difficult 
unless the cost of running the church 
can be spread amongst more families 
in the village and particularly 
working families.  This is of 
particular concern to the church as 
we have heard of other churches, 
which have experienced significant 
problems when dependent on a small 
number of families, especially those 
retired.  Perhaps you are not a 
regular worshipper at All Saints’, 
but what would your reaction be if 
there was no longer a church in the 
village with a full time Vicar?  This 
is the situation many villages now 
have to face – we do not want it to 
happen in Crawley Down, but if we 
do not pay our way that could be the 
consequence.  

We are conscious that we are living 
in difficult economic times and for 
some the outlook ahead is very 
concerning.  However for those in 
secure well paid jobs or receiving a 

good pension, their finances may be 
much healthier than this time last 
year.  Interest rates have been 
lowered dramatically, thus reducing 
mortgage repayments; fuel costs are 
on the way down, already very 
noticeable at petrol stations; and 
there are bargains to be had in many 
shops.  The sales will probably 
continue for months.  In view of this, 
may we ask you to consider, if you 
are not already doing so, whether 
you could make a contribution to the 
running costs of the church.  The 
easiest way to do this would be to 
set up a monthly standing order from 
your bank and a form is opposite.  
Please complete this form and send 
it to our treasurer Barry Bull, 32 
Haven Gardens, Crawley Down, 
West Sussex RH10 4UD – he will 
send it on to your bank.  If 
appropriate, please also complete the 
Gift Aid declaration so that the 
church can reclaim tax on your 
donation.

THE VICAR WRITES ……. 

From the sermon preached on 
Sunday 8th March, the Second 
Sunday in Lent. 

Mark 8: 31-end 

‘At this Peter took Jesus by the arm 
and began to rebuke him.  But Jesus 
turned round, and, looking at the 
disciples, rebuked Peter’.  Well that 
sounds to me like Bible-speak for 
‘they had a row’.  We only have 
these few words of St. Mark but 
they are enough to get across the 
dynamics – the movement and 
passion of the row.   

But we shouldn’t be surprised that 
Jesus and the disciples had 
arguments: it’s only human.  For 
Jesus and the disciples the stakes 
were rising all the time.  Jesus spells 
it out to them all:  ‘If you want to be 
a follower of mine, you must leave 
yourself behind, take up your cross, 
and follow me’.  Here at All Saints, 
we meet week by week, and through 
the week, to stay faithful to Christ’s 
call: ‘What can a person gain by 
winning the whole world, at the cost 
of his true self?  What can anyone 
give to buy that self back?  If 
anyone is ashamed of Jesus in this 
wicked and godless age, the Son of 
Man – that’s Jesus – will be 

ashamed of them, when he comes in 
glory’. This season of Lent is the 
time to take these words to heart and 
make some changes to your life, for 
good. 

In a few weeks’ time the passion of 
Jesus will take on another meaning, 
when we remember, and enter into 
in faith, Jesus’ last few days until 
his crucifixion.  The word passion is 
freely used in different settings, but 
how can we use the same word to 
talk about intense emotion, and the 
suffering of Jesus?  The root of the 
word ‘passion’ is about suffering.  
When we are passionate we are 
taken over by a spirit of zeal and 
ardour – we suffer, in that our usual 
self becomes altered.  When our 
Lord suffers his passion, he is 
inflicted with pain – his usual self 
becomes altered, and he accepts 
what others do to him – he becomes 
passive – subject to passion – and 
that leads to the cross, and three 
days later to the Resurrection.  To 
be human is to be passionate.  The 
Christian response is that we should 
learn to control our emotions – we 
should recognise what our passion – 
our usual self becoming altered - 
may lead us into.  Our eyes should 
be on Christ.  And our passion 
should be Christ.   

ALL SAINTS CHURCH 
MOTHERS’ UNION 

We are now in our Spring term 
programme and this year ‘the Cost 
of Relationships’ is our theme.  
One of the relevant articles in our 
quarterly magazine reports on a 
new initiative to fight human 
trafficking in India.  As many as 
800,000 people, mainly women and 
children, are trafficked across 
India’s borders each year.  Many 
are abused & forced into 
prostitution, unaware that their 
travel documents will be 
confiscated, and debts built up that 
they will be unable to repay.  
Working with the Women’s 
Fellowship for Christian Service in 
N. India, Mothers’ Union is 
funding the training of Indian 
people to combat this illegal trade, 
by raising awareness and 
establishing support centres.  
Mothers Union works with some of 
the most neglected, marginalized 
people in the developing world.  
Outreach work encourages families 
and communities to work together 
to address hardship and 
discrimination, making a real 
difference.  Local projects in our 
diocese support this ideal. 

Our meetings are held on the 
second Wednesday of the month at 
2pm in the Parish Rooms at All 
Saints Church, and we would be 
very pleased to welcome you.

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As I write this, I have just heard the 
tragic news that Susan, the wife of 
the new prime minister of 
Zimbabwe, Morgan Tsvangirai, has 
been killed in a car crash, and her 
husband injured. There will be 
rumours of foul play but it is 
unlikely that anything will be 
proved. 
As we enter into Holy Week and the 
Church’s greatest feast of Easter, let 
us thank God that as Christians we 
know that death is not the end but a 
transition through Jesus to a life of 
joy with God in eternity!
