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The Crawley Down website has now 
celebrated its third anniversary.  
Readers of Church & Village will 
remember that at the end of the first 
year the website made a grant of 
£500 to the Donkey Field pre-school 
playgroup and then at the end of the 
second there were three grants made 
totalling £1,000.  
The year, 2008 saw more local 
companies supporting the website 
which meant that there was more 
available for us to support local 
organisations and groups.  However, 
in view of the current “credit 
crunch”, it was felt that it was 
possible that some of our sponsors 
may decide to cut back on 
expenditure and therefore the 

Website management team decided 
to hold over £500 to next year in 
order to ensure that we have a 
significant amount available for 
grants.  Nevertheless, we are 
delighted that we have been able to 
increase the total grant figure for the 
year to £1,250. 
At a presentation hosted by Ann and 
Steve of the Royal Oak on Thursday 
15th January the website made six 
donations - £400 to All Saints’ 
Church, £300 to Crawley Down 
Monday Club, £150 to each of the 
1st Crawley Down guides, Crawley 
Down Cricket Club Juniors section 
and  Les Archer’s Christmas Lights 
fund.  The final recipient of a grant 
was the Jeli Children’s Club with 

£100.  
Our sincere thanks go to all the 
companies who have supported us in 
2008 and continue to do so in 2009, 
Ann and Steve at the Royal Oak for 
hosting the presentation and the 
Church & Village for publishing this 
and other articles during the year. 
We also thank Lesley Croucher, 
Neville Walker and Mark Brazier for 
volunteering to read through all the 
applications and make the very 
difficult decisions of who should 
receive a grant.  Our commiserations 
to the applicants who were 
unsuccessful this year – applications 
will re-open on 1 October and run 
until 30 November 2009.

In 2008 many villagers turned out to 
enjoy the Village Summer Fayre in 
September, then on 1st December 
they turned out for the switch-on of 
the Christmas lights. Finally on the 
Saturday before Christmas they 
turned out to for the splendid event 
held outside the Royal Oak.  When I 
see these villagers enjoying 
themselves, as indeed they should, I 
often wonder if they stop to give a 
thought to the logistics of getting the 
events from the drawing board to 
reality. Indeed it may come as a total 
surprise that these events do not 
simply happen, that they need 
voluntary help. 
In 2008, as in many previous years, 
the events were masterminded by 
Les Archer who then called on his 
regular band of volunteers who 
always help. Pleas for help are in 
Church & Village, the website and 
advertised on the notice board but, 
alas, these pleas often fall on deaf 
ears. It is the same dwindling band 
of helpers who, year after year, event 
by event turn out whatever the 
weather: hot or cold, rain or shine to 
set up, take down, deliver Fayre 
programs etc so that the majority of 
the village can have an excellent day 
out.  At a rough calculation I think 
that there are, in total, less than 50 

people who volunteer with fewer 
than 10 helping at the Christmas 
events. This suggests to me that 
perhaps only 1% of Crawley Down’s 
population help to organise and set 
up all those events mentioned.  
As we all know, 2008 was Les’s last 
year as organiser of the Fayre – he 
will still continue to be custodian of 
the Christmas lights – and there will 
be new organisers of the Fayre for 
2009. These new organisers are also 
volunteers who will still rely on 
volunteers to help. Les will also 
welcome volunteers to help put up 
the lights, set up and dismantle for 
the Christmas event and then in early 
January take down the lights.

Barry Bull – Treasurer of All Saints 
Church – writes …. 

Firstly may we thank everybody 
connected in any way with the 
church for their generosity and 
support in many ways in 2008.  
Although last year’s accounts have 
not yet been finalised the result will 
be much better than was anticipated 
when the budget was prepared.   

Looking to expenditure in 2009, we 
hope that fuel costs for the church 
will reduce but the cold weather at 
the beginning of January meant 
significant amounts of oil had to be 
used to protect and keep the church 
warm - half a tank of oil was used at 
a cost of £350.  However once again 
in 2009 the main expenditure for the 
church will be the contribution to the 
diocese towards ministry costs.  This 
amount covers stipend, pension and 
housing costs for the clergy, church 
insurance and a contribution towards 
diocesan and national church central 
costs.  The aim within our area is 
that churches should by 2010 pay 
90% of these ministry costs and in 
the not too distant future pay all the 
costs.  The result of this is that our 
contribution has increased again to 
£43000 for 2009.  We are nearing 
the 90% figure and hope in 2010 to 
achieve that percentage.  

Our total budgeted expenditure 
for 2009 is nearly £70000 and the 
budget shows a projected deficit 
for 2009 of £3400.  

A letter is being sent to our regular 
members asking them to review their 
financial commitment to the church 
as clearly we need to eliminate that 
deficit.  Many of those regular 

worshippers have made significant 
increases in their regular giving to 
the church in recent years.  However 
the church is not just used for 
Sunday worship.  Many people in 
the village use the church for 
weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services at 
e.g. Harvest, Christmas.  The church 
holds assemblies and special 
services for the village school.  
Many youngsters also attend the 
groups and classes, which use the 
parish rooms.  There are also social 
events and concerts at the church for 
everyone in the village.  However on 
the financial side 50% of the regular 
giving to the church comes from just 
18 families, 12 of which are retired.  
Clearly the financial future of the 
church is going to be very difficult 
unless the cost of running the church 
can be spread amongst more families 
in the village and particularly 
working families.  This is of 
particular concern to the church as 
we have heard of other churches, 
which have experienced significant 
problems when dependent on a small 
number of families, especially those 
retired.  Perhaps you are not a 
regular worshipper at All Saints’, 
but what would your reaction be if 
there was no longer a church in the 
village with a full time Vicar?  This 
is the situation many villages now 
have to face – we do not want it to 
happen in Crawley Down, but if we 
do not pay our way that could be the 
consequence.  

We are conscious that we are living 
in difficult economic times and for 
some the outlook ahead is very 
concerning.  However for those in 
secure well paid jobs or receiving a 

good pension, their finances may be 
much healthier than this time last 
year.  Interest rates have been 
lowered dramatically, thus reducing 
mortgage repayments; fuel costs are 
on the way down, already very 
noticeable at petrol stations; and 
there are bargains to be had in many 
shops.  The sales will probably 
continue for months.  In view of this, 
may we ask you to consider, if you 
are not already doing so, whether 
you could make a contribution to the 
running costs of the church.  The 
easiest way to do this would be to 
set up a monthly standing order from 
your bank and a form is opposite.  
Please complete this form and send 
it to our treasurer Barry Bull, 32

send it on to your bank.  If 
appropriate, please also complete the 
Gift Aid declaration so that the 
church can reclaim tax on your 
donation.

In December the request went out 
for donations of food to be brought 
to All Saints Church to go in 
hampers to be distributed in 
Crawley by the Easter Team and 
Open House.  In addition, Les 
Flanagan at the butchers kindly 
agreed to sell chickens to All Saints 
Church at cost so that these could 
also be given to the Easter Team 
and Open House. 

Tony Bounds (Churchwarden of 
All Saints Church) takes up the 
story 

The food hampers were distributed 
by the Easter Team on Tuesday 23rd 
December.  Although I was able to 
collect the chickens from Les 
Flanagan and then take these to the 
distribution point - the Baptist 
Church in West Green - I could not 
stay to help hand out the food 
hampers as I was working later that 
morning.  Therefore, I am unable to 
give a detailed account how the 
distribution went.  

I know that work starts preparing 
the food hampers a few days 
beforehand and then the chickens 
and other fresh produce is 
added when the recipient calls to 
collect their hamper.  Recipients are 
informed that the hampers will be 
ready from ten o'clock but many 
start queuing up to an hour before.  

Each recipient - be it a family, 
couple or single person - has come 
to the attention of the Easter Team 
during the course of their 
work throughout the past year. 

When we ordered the chickens from 
Les in October we estimated that we 
would be handing out 60 hampers.  
Since then the credit crisis has seen 
more people in Crawley falling on 
hard times.  This resulted in the 
Easter Team handing out not 60 
hampers but 80 - the additional 20 
chickens were purchased from a 
local supermarket. 

I collected the bill for the chickens 
(60 for the Easter Team & 6 for 
the Open House) from Les last 
Saturday.  In addition to providing 
these at cost price, Les also donated 
a number of these chickens 
free resulting in the bill coming 
within our (All Saints Church) 
budgeted figure of £250.00 

This is great support from Les 
because so many needy people in 
Crawley were able to enjoy a really 
good Christmas meal that otherwise 
they would not have had.
