On a Monday in April I was given 
the opportunity, with Sally Taswell, 
to visit the home of Bob and Nen 
Cutter to see the white and gold altar 
frontal that is being restored by four 
dedicated ladies from the W.I.  At 
first they decided to seek the advice 
of an expert from Watts & Co near 
to Westminster Abbey - David 
Gaisley - who spent time explaining 
their task.  The new cloth, called 
‘Winchester’  - a rather beautifully 
patterned neutral colour, sets off 
well against the gold thread and the 
coral centres of the roses at each 
corner of the central motif, with pale 
green leaves and gold stitching 
entwined.  The whole thing is quite 
beautiful and will take a long while 
to finish.  It is believed that the 
original was made by a group of 
nuns from St Margaret’s Convent in 
East Grinstead in the 1920s. 

Nen Cutter told me that the altar 
frontal came to be noticed during a 
visit from the National Association 
of Decorative & Fine Arts ‘Church 
Recorders’. It was noted that the 
frontal was in need of care and 
attention, and the project got under 
way in February 2008 with Shirley 
Cox, Iris Orriss, Nen Cutter and 
Pauline Ralph.  They meet once a 
week in Nen Cutter’s sitting room to 
do this intricate and delicate work, 
and I felt it was a privilege to watch 
such an intriguing occupation.  It 
will be a while before the finished 
article will be back on the altar at 
All Saints Church, but in the end it 
will give a great deal of joy and 
pleasure to all who see it.

Down 1979-93. 

Richard and Judith 
Richard married Judith in Seaford 
Parish Church on 22nd April 1972. 
They were blessed with three 
children, Katherine, Richard and 
Lucy.. 

Epic Walk 
His epic walk in 1994 across the 
Pyrenees from the Atlantic to the 
Mediterranean of over 600 miles in 
forty two days, which he did for the 
charity, and successfully completed 
this in his 66 year. It was some 
thirteen years later Richard 
completed his book in January 2008 
in a form of day to day diary of 
events. 

 

East Hoathly 
During his retirement  he was 
assistant Priest at East Hoathly, and 
assisted at High Hurstwood, 
Alceston, Selmeston, Chiddingly , 
and Storrington.

In the fourteen years Richard was 
with us we can be thankful that he 
served the parishioners with total 
spiritual care and compassion. We  
also gave in return reciprocal support 
and care.

Richard was a kindly priest who 
listened well, and he usually came 
back with a well thought out 
answer .He loved Tiny Tots picnics , 
and blessed us with his gleeful 

presence. He prided himself on his 
Spanish, we found out one harvest 
supper, with his guitar, Spanish hat, 
and so many, many ,verses! 
Joy Norris, ex-Church Warden 
Initially he seemed like an absent 
minded Professor, but he was very 
intelligent. Memorable was his 
pastoral care, visiting the sick at 
home and in hospital, often more 
than once. People remember him 
keeping a vigil over a dying 
parishioner and empathising with a 
family’s tragedy. At Tiny Tots 
services he would remember most of 
the children’s names, even their 
brothers and sister who he may have 
baptised in Church. He was a great

On a personal note ,to us, Richard 
was a dear friend as well as our 
Vicar.  With his compassionate 
nature he would always spare time  
to listen and to encourage. Even after 
he left Crawley Down he would keep 
in touch, and when he heard we had 
a family problem he wrote to offer 
sympathy during his walking tour of 
the Pyrenees. 
Christianity is a very practical faith, 
as we are  given examples of how we 
are to act by Jesus and His disciples.

URWIN, BISHOP OF HORSHAM,

It was with real sadness that I learnt of 
the death of our dear brother Richard, 
and I am very sorry that commitments 
make it impossible for me to be with 
you as you gather to give thanks for 
his life and commend him to the Lord.  
As it happens, only a short time ago 
Richard sent me a copy of his Pyre-
nean Journey, so aptly and lovingly 
illustrated by his dear friend Graham.  
I was very struck by the prayer at the 

beginning of the booklet which speaks 
of the need to persevere to the end in 
any great matter, and so reflect the life 
and death of the Saviour.  It seems to 
me that Richard did indeed live out 
that perseverance in his Christian life 
and as a priest.  My own memories of 
him are of his loving and prayerful 
ministry in Crawley Down, but as I 
give thanks for his faithfulness I know 
I reflect the sentiments of all those 
who shared ministry with him in so 
many places over many years, first in 
Ripon diocese and then, from the early 
‘sixties in our diocese, and in particu-
lar of those bishops who have worked 
with him since his ordination in 1958, 
when I was but two years of age! 

Now his earthly journey has come to 
an end, but we Christians believe and 
trust that there is more yet to come, 
more life, more joy, more love.  That 
promise was at the heart of Richard's 
own hope and his preaching.   

To his family I also say thank 
you - for sharing your husband and 
Dad with so many others over so 
many years.

May you know 
the closeness of the Good Shepherd in 
these days, and may Richard, one of 
God's own priests, now hear the voice

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A NEW CHURCH HALL FOR 
ALL SAINTS CHURCH 

As perhaps you are aware, All 
Saints’ Church has had planning 
consent for many years to build a 
replacement Parish Hall on the site 
of the existing parish rooms between 
the churchyard and Glebelands.  
Building commenced back in 1992 
with the construction of a toilet 
block, which was planned as the first 
part of the new Parish Hall.  Funds 
and funding dried up, so to this day 
the toilet block remains the only part 
built.  Sadly, although fully 
operational, it has remained 
freestanding and unconnected to the 
other buildings since 1993. 

The Parish Rooms are currently used 
for Guides and Brownies meetings; a 
dancing school; the Tiny Tots group; 
church meetings, and low-key ad 
hoc church-based events. 

Planning application 

All Saints’ Parochial Church 
Council will shortly be submitting a 

new planning application to Mid 
Sussex District Council.   

The key points of the new 
application are as follows: 
The building footprint of the new 
application will be significantly less 
than that in the application for 
which we currently have consent. 

The single remaining wooden 
classroom and other decaying time-
worn buildings on the site will be 
demolished, with the exception of 
the new toilet block, which will be 
converted into a store room and will 
become an integral part of a new 
smaller hall. 

The new hall will be a timber-
framed construction with an outer 
skin of suitable brickwork and a 
tiled pitched roof. The main 
entrance will be on the side of the 
building away from Glebelands. 

The gated entrance to Glebelands, 
intended solely for access for 
delivery and emergency vehicles, 
will be blocked off with a 2.0 metre 
high fence through which access 
will no longer be possible. 

Pedestrian and vehicular access to 
the new hall will be from 
Vicarage Road.  

The church car park will be 
improved and extended to provide 
access and parking up to the 
boundary of the new hall. The 
exact limits of the planned 
parking area are still to be 
decided.

Barry Bull writes …. 

THE BILLS GO UP AND UP! 

I have recently taken over as church 
treasurer again.  I have prepared a 
budget for the church for this year.  
What has amazed me is how much 
the bills the church pays have gone 
up since I gave up the role in 1985. 

As with household budgets, the 
church is affected by the increases in 
oil and electricity as well as council 
tax for the Vicarage.  The heating oil 
bills use to be about £300 each time 
we had a delivery: now they are 
£515; electricity bills up 40%; and 
council tax increased from £203 per 
month to £233. 

The biggest increase to affect the 
church 

However, the biggest increase to 
affect the church is both the actual 
increase in ministry costs and in the 
increase in the percentage 
contribution we have to pay to the 
Diocese towards ministry costs.   

This amount covers stipend, pension 
and housing costs for the clergy, 
church insurance and a contribution 
towards diocesan and national 
church central costs.  The church, 
like other organisations, has been hit 
by the pension problems in recent 
years.   

The aim within our area is that 
churches should by 2010 pay 90% 
of these costs and in the not too 
distant future pay all the costs.  
Some deprived areas may be let off 
paying 100%, but not Crawley 
Down, as we are considered to be in 

the least deprived parish in the area.  
The result of this is that whereas in 
2005 our contribution was £31700, 
the figure for 2008 is £41700, an 
increase of £10000 or 31%. 

Generous response 

Realising that there was going to be 
an extra strain on the church 
finances, the church ran ‘Giving in 
Grace’ last year to encourage our 
regular worshippers to review their 
contribution to the finances of the 
church.  Many responded very 
generously. 

A deficit for 2008 of £5750 

However, despite ‘Giving in Grace’, 
I have budgeted that, based on our 
anticipated expenditure for 2008 of 
over £65000, we will have a deficit 
for 2008 of £5750.  I can not see 
how the situation for 2009 will be 
any different.   

Therefore, unless the income figures 
increase to fill the gap in our 
finances, the church will have to 
make some hard decisions in the 
near future.  We have some reserves 
but with the deficits in the region of 
£5750 they are not going to last 
long. 

The church is not just used for 
Sunday worship 

“Yes”, I hear you saying – “Here we 
go again - the church wants money”.  

Yes, we do, and we are very 
conscious that the economic outlook 
in the country is not good at the 
moment.

Realising our financial situation, 
many of our regular worshippers have 
made significant increases in their 
regular giving to the church in recent 
years.  However, the church is not 
just used for Sunday worship.  Many 
people in the village use the church 
for weddings, baptisms or funerals as 
well as coming to special services at 
e.g. Harvest, Christmas.  Many 
youngsters also attend the groups 
which use the Parish Rooms.  
However, on the financial side 50% 
of the regular giving to the church 
comes from just 11 families, 8 of 
which are retired.  

Clearly the financial future of the 
church is going to be very difficult 
unless the cost of running the church 
can be spread amongst more families 
in the village and particularly 
working families.  Perhaps you are 
not a regular worshipper at All 
Saints’, but what would your reaction 

be if there was no longer a church in 
the village with a full time Vicar?  
This is the situation many villages 
now have to face.  We do not want it 
to happen in Crawley Down, but if 
we do not pay our way that will be 
the consequence.  

The ways you can help the church 
financially are 

A monthly payment by bankers order 

Using weekly envelopes 

A one off gift to the church 

If you are not a regular worshipper or 
if you simply want to support 
work to maintain the church 
building, churchyard and 
associated buildings, please join 
the Friends of All Saints Church:
