fed that plans have been made to

benefit East Grinstead at the expense
of Crawley Down. People who have

come here, have cometolivein a

village and people who move to East
Grinstead, want to livein atown. So

why should Crawley Down Village
have to provide the relief for East

Grinstead Town traffic, noise and
pollution without even being able to
access the road from Crawley
Down? We also note that
developers, with aview to building
houses, have aready approached
residents whose land borders the
proposed route. Thetimescale for al
this development is not known but
we cannot leave matters until the
planning is completed, it will be too
late then.

Celtic Christianity: an opinion

Celtic Chrigtianity has exercised a
great fascination in recent times.

will revea hundreds of sites on
Celtic spirituality or Celtic Christi-
anity. The attraction of Celtic Chris-
tianity, for many people, isthat it
provides a Christianity which
pre-dates the divisions of the Church
between East and West, Protestant
and Catholic. It was also of great
historical significance in evangeliz-
ing the pagan tribes of Europe after
the fall of the Roman Empire.

The surviving stories, poems,
prayers and art have their own ap-
peal. Theromantic attraction of
Celtic Christianity is such that peo-
ple now write @elticorayersin the
style and write popul ar books about
Celtic spirituality, but readers should
be aware that these are contempo-
rary and not historical. The Celtic
spirituality bandwagon has grown so
much that there are, on the other
hand, those who question whether
there was such athing, or isit en-
tirely amodern invention? The
Churchesin Ireland generally appre-
ciate the heritage from the Celtic
Church, though in practice they are
more influenced by their own tradi-
tions from Rome, Geneva, Canter-
bury, or others as earlier traditions
were overwritten by later ones. The
Celtic texts survived in ancient
manuscripts or oral forms, until re-
discovered and published in recent
times. Thewriter of thisarticle
holds that there is a theology behind
the historic Celtic texts which does
have something substantial to offer
to twenty-first century Christians.
The historic Celtic Christian prayers
and stories reveal agreater valuing
of created things, animals, the earth
and human nature.

Thetheology of Celtic Christianity
that we find in itswritingsis not Au-
gustinian. St Augustine, (354-430)
thefirst great theologian writing in
Latin, has had an enormous influ-
ence on the theology of western
Christendom, both Catholic and
Protestant. Augustine regarded the

In Baptist churches, it is often the
practice to select a verse of
scripture as our ‘motto’ or theme
for the year. At the Haven, our
chosen theme for 2006 comes
from 1. Peter 3.15: “In your
hearts set apart Christ as Lord.
Always be prepared to give an
answer to everyone who asks
you to give the reason for the
hope that you have. But do this
with gentleness and respect”.

The kind of hope that the apostle
Peter is describing is a sure and
certain hope now and for eternity.
As Christians, our faith is in the
God of Hope (Romans 15. 13)
who raised Jesus from the dead,
and who fills us with true hope.

Because of Christ’s resurrection,
we have eternal hope that is not
limited just to this life with all its
ups-and-downs. Trusting God
means that we have the sure and
certain hope of finally sharing in
his glory (Ephesians 1. 18). So
this year, rather than simply hoping
for the best, why not resolve to find
out more about the God of real
hope.

THE VICAR AND CHURCHWARDENSWRITE ...

Thisis ashortened version of aletter
that was sent to all on the Electoral
Roll of All Saints' Churchin
January.

Church accounts

The accounts for All Saints' Church
show that we ended 2005 with
giving and other income to All
Saints' Church at alower level than
had been expected and with
expenditure at ahigher level. In
2006 we must pay to the Diocese of
Chichester an increased sumin
parish share, and this payment will
continue to increase in real terms.
Our other expenditure is already
extremely tightly controlled by the
Parochia Church Council. The
audited 2005 accounts will be
included in the Annual Report for
2005 and will be presented at the
Annual Meeting on Sunday 23rd
April 2006 at 11.20am. in church.
All are welcome to attend this
meeting.

A ‘stewardship campaign’ will be
held in 2006 to ask everyonein
Crawley Down who looksto All
Saints' Church or who belongsto it,
to reflect on their commitment to
Christ, and to prayerfully consider
whether they could increase their
level of giving.

In 2005 our annual parish share
payment to the Diocese represented
about 80% of our ‘full PMC'. If we
cannot increase our annual payment
to 100% we are vulnerableto losing
the subsidy that we now receive: this
would probably mean that Crawley
Down would lose afull-time Vicar.

Parish Rooms

In 1998 the Parochial Church
Council decided to seek a new
scheme for Parish Rooms renewal.
Since then all possible options have
been explored.

At the end of last year the Parochia
Church Council decided to adopt a
scheme for a new timber hall to be
built using modern construction
methods. Detailed quotes recently
received show that the total cost of a
such abuilding will bein the region
of £170,000. If All Saints' Church
decides to go ahead with this scheme
apublic appeal will haveto be run to
raise al of this money before
construction can begin. Weaimto
appeal to the whole parish of
Crawley Down and further afield.

2006 will be ayear of prayer to
discern how we are being led asa
church to make the best use of our
buildings and land. Two days of
prayer will be held on Saturdays
13th May and 7th October when
there will be displays showing these
options.

And please consider now whether
you could commit yourself to
making a donation to Parish Rooms
renewal. Please speak in confidence
with the Churchwardens and/or
Treasurer — Ralph Harris. The
existing buildings at the Parish
Rooms have alimited life and a
decision about them must be made
by the end of 2006.

Augustine®ideas have confirmed
rather than challenged western
civilization®view of nature as
something to be exploited, to
serve the purposes of human be-
ings.

There aretypical
stories of animals helping and
guiding holy men and women in
their tasks. Cdltic theology and
spirituality may offer a more fruit-
ful approach for our discipleship
in the present time, opening up
new patterns of relationship with
the rest of creation on our polluted
planet.
